eroment end the ministers of
religion unjustly deprived of Slate- 
support, snd compelled to depend 
for a living on the charity of the 
faithful. At first sight It would 
seem that the Lord is ungenerous to 
allow the dreadful evil of persecution 
to befall a nation which is and has 
always beep so chivalrously gener­
ous, not only in supplying money 
for the spread of the gospel, but in 
inspiring the noblest of her sons and 
daughters to sacrifice their lives and 
pour out their blood in martyrdom 
for God's holy cause, the salvation 

seals. But as in the life of in­
dividuals, so also in that of nations, 
apostolic zeal will frequently en­
counter the malice end, for a time, 
the successful opposition of the 
powers of evil. Christ warned 
bis disciples : “If the world hate 
you, know ye that it hath 
bated me before you. The 
servant is not greater than hie 
master. If they have persecuted 
me, they will persecute you also.” 
The people who, ignoring their own 
trials ai d the enforced poverty of 
those who minister unto them, cun 
with s generosity that challenges 
the admiration of the rest of 
Christendom give unstintedly for 
the spread of Christ’s Kingdom on 
earth, may be relied on Jo maintain 
the faith at home snd rid themselves 
of the conditions that shackle their 
freedom. While the Church in 
Franoq is thus suffering, a striking 
parallel is presented by the mission­
aries abroad. Daring the nineteenth 
century the Paris Society of Foreign 
Missions gave many martyrs and 
confessors of the Faith to the 
Church in the far off missions 
in Chine, Aonam, Tonquin 
and Cochin China. In 1900, forty- 
nine of these heroes of the cross 
were raised to the honors of the 
altar by L°° ^111. Qn May 2, of 
the present year, Pius X declared 
thirty three others Blessed In the 
list of those recently beatified ap-r 
pear the names of one French Bis­
hop and three French priests, while 
the other martyre were all fruits of 
their missionary labors. Oae may 
be pardoned for seeing in these facts 
the rejatiop of capse and effect and 
for believing that the S >ciety for the 
Progagation of the Faith bas been 
reaping its reward. Last week the 
President of Leland Standford Uni­
versity, in a public address to the 
students of Bryn Mawr College, Pa , 
spoke of France as a decadent ng? 
lion. FreDobu>eQ throughout the 
United States are indignant. Am­
bassador Jusserand, addressing a 
gathering of his fellow countrymen 
Saturday last in San fTrauojsoo, 
maintained that "the nation that 
can produce a Pasteur, that leads 
the world In the sciences, that first 
developed the submarine and ranks 
first in the navigation of the air, 
cannot by any stress of circum­
stances be termed decadent.” We 
would add that » nation whose 
hierarchy has to a man resisted the 
unjust encroachments of an atheistic 
government and shown its loyalty to 
the Vicar of Christ by making 
every personal sacrifice and reelsting 
every compromise which involved a 
surrender of principle is sound at 
tyeart. lÿben to thig is added the 
liberality of her people and their 
active interest in the missionary 
field, the observant Christian will be 
ready to concede that France has 
within herself the lnstihood of vigor 
one Catholic life, and, given the op­
portunity tn assert itself, the land 
of St Louis will stand forth once 
more in the pristine splendor of her 
achievements as the eldest daughte 
of the Church

had “favored the enemies of France," 
On the following March 27 the 
Pope issued a brief threatening 
Napoleon with excommunication. 
An appeal was made to the latter as 
‘‘a son who had been anointed and 
inducted into office” by the Pope, 
in the brief the Pope recalled the 
fact that the Holy See had defrayed 
the cost connected with the army: 
of occupation, which had amounted 
to the enormous sum of 2,600,000 
francs ($620,000), and that at this 
very time Napoleon had despoiled 
the Holy See of the Duchies of Bene- 
van to and Ponte-Corvo. The Em­
peror’s answer was the annexation 
on April 2d of the Legations of the 
March of Anoona to the Kingdom of 
Ttaly. On the morrow Cardinal 
Csprsra, the Pope's Legate, quit 
Paris and France. From thie time 
on Napoleon was openly at war 
with the Pope. Through bis Min­
ister, Obempagny, he let the Pope 
understand that the first result of 
War is conquest; and that the first 
result of conquest is change of gov­
ernment. But too much occupied 
with the affairs of Spain, Napoleon 
waited a full year before proceeding 
to the complete spoliation of the 
Pope, always hoping that Pius YII 
would recede.

The decree of May 17, 1809, per- 
milled the Pope to reside in Rome 
and granted him an annual in com 
of 2,000,000 francs ($400,000). I( 
was on this same decree that the 
Government of Victor Emmanuel II, 
in 1870, based the famous “law c 
guarantees," which Pius IX. In­
dignantly rejected. Napoleon attda- 
oiou-jy claimed that he was only re-, 
voking the grant Charlemagne, his 
“illustrious predecessor” t ad made 
to the “Bishop of Rome.” The Im­
perial decree issued from the Palace 
of Sohoenbrun on May 17, 1809, 
was promulgated in Borne on Satur­
day, June 10, the Octave of Corpus 
Christi and the eve of tbs feast of 
the Pope's Patron Saint. P us VII 
immediately launched a bull of ex 
communication against Napoleon 
and his oo.partners in the invaaipp 
of Borne, Qa the following 9>h of 
July the Pope was seized at night 
and carried across the Alps as a 
sort of ogtlaw that H would be well 
to be rid of. No regard was bad 
for his advanced age and his exalted 
dignity. Napoleon believed that be 
Gould safely act in this way.

to abstruse passages, often end by 
disbelieving wholly in the Word of 
God. To argue with Rationalists, 
or tp attempt to “explain” to those 
who have rejected all notion of the 
supernatural from their minds, is to 
follow a false route. Says the

It 
is a supernatural intelligence given 
to eomejin order that they may 
accept the truths taught by the 
Church. * * * The Ationalists 
make the mistake of thinking that 
knowing and believing are the same 
thing. For example, they know 
that the Church teaches the doctrine 
of the Trinity, and suppose that the 
application on their scientific rules 
to the understanding of that mystery 
ought to show the truth of it as 
plain as daylight. If their reason­
ings fail.to bring forth such light, 
then, according to them, the 
doctrine must fail.”

Holy Writ may be considered as 
one of the provinces of the King­
dom of God here on earth, and it is 
certainly not the easiest to travel 
over. It is, nevertheless, more 
likely that those who are accustom­
ed to travel daily over its territories 
will the better succeed in discover­
ing its mysterious paths, than that 
those who are professedly ignorant 
of its intricacies will prove of ser 
vice as guides.

It is unfortunate that this spirit 
of criticism is not confined to those 
who are not in communion with the 
Church.

There are some within the fold 
itself who pursue with undue avidity 
their investigations into the read­
ings of Holy Writ with the object 
of finding how far the rationalists 
lave grounds for their ekeptioUm. 
Says the Fraeeieeae -

“As far as imbibing the divine

Tbfl centenary of the annexation 
of the Papal States to the French 
Empire and the forcible removal of 
Pius YII, from Rome,

Bayoueç bq had overturned the 
dynasty of the Spanish Bourbons, 
and ho had just installed himself in 
the ptiioe of Maria Theresa at 
Soboeub an. He wonvinced 
that be had nothing to fear from 
the Indignation of Oatholio coun­
tries and that he incurred do risk in 
stimulating the spirit of resistance. 

The brutal violence done to the 
sacred person of the Pope 
delible stain upon Napoleqn’g 
reputation. 4t Saint Helena the 
kjmperor tried to oast the odium 
upon the actual perpetrator of it. 
General Bidet, History, however, 
has not altered its verdict. Radet 
would not have dared to take upon 
himself the responsibility of an act 
which Was destined to be produotjvy 
of such terribje ooqsc^uenees, ao far 
as the memory of his master is con 
oerned. The decree signed at 
8ohoenbrun a hunflred years ago 
and the fdroible removal of Pine 
VII. which was the result of it, 
were the outcome of a speoiea of 
mental aberratioy treoeahle to the 
jntoxioation produced by the 
possession of unlimited power. 
This is the only extenuating circum­
stance which can be adduced in 
mitigation of the decree of May ^ 
and of the shocking outrage perpe­
trated on the night of July 6-6, 1809.

Providence issued its decree which 
has been recorded by history, Pine 
VII. re-entered Rome on May 24, 
1814. Napoleon was sent into exile 
on a far-off island in the ooeao, 
where, guarded by Sir Hudson 
Lpwe, he ended his lifç iy captivity.
