Shippicg men here
do not disguise their anxiety over the
situation, They recall that it was re-
ported that the original intention -of
the Marine and Fisheries Department
was to send the supplies up by the
ice-breaker Montealm, -and that this
decision was subsequently rescinded,
ostensibly for the purpose of main-
taining ‘the Montcalm in the work of
keeping the channel in the St. Law-
rence open as late as possible. They
further recall that when the thirty-
years old Aranmore was finally se-
lected for the job, her officers and
men pointed out the extreme danger
of the enterprige in view of the con-
dition of their ship.
