The serum was generally admitted
to.be a useful aid in the treatment of
pneumonia, but there was some dif-
ference of opinion regarding the vac-

cine.

,When a person suffering from
pneumonia is inoculated with the vac-
cine, a chill iz produced which some-
times throws off the disease.
~ The experiments on monkeys show-
ed that when the animals were vac-
cinated they did not get pneumonia,
| even though they might be inoculat-
: ed . with the germ.
