LONDON, Oct. 5.
The central executive committee of 

the communist party of Great Britain 
has issued a long statement on the 
conference of the Labor party at 
Liverpool which asserts that the Con­
ference was not a defeat for Commu­
nists but a blow tor the working 
class. "The purely liberal resolu­
tions adopted,” runs the statement, 
“Is In part the repudiation of the fight 
against imperialism and the Dawes 
plan which is degrading our fellow 
workers abroad, thereby striking at 
British conditions. The failure to 
face the capitalist attack on wages and 
hour* were intended to please the 
capitaliste. The Trades Unimn Con­
gress at- Scarborough has frightened 
them.” The decisions of the confer­
ence at Liverpool has reassured them.
