Hon. Mackenzie King, minister °of
labor, descrined the negotiations which
led to the settlement of the strike,
emphasizing the fact that the agree-
ment reached was framed by the oﬁ-
cials of the railway and its employees,
and not by the GovemmepL He ex-
plained how the men declined to sign
the agreement until they were given
an understanding by the company as
to what the phrase “as soon as pos-
sible” meant in peoint of actual time.
Having received the assurance that
the company proposed to restore.the
men within %0 days the men decided
to call the strike off. In this connec-
tion, Mr. King said that if the com-
pany had not given such.an assurance
he would have made it his buslnvss‘to
let the public know just why the strike
had not been settled. .

Detroit, Dec. 13.—G. C. Bodine, of
New Orleans, has announced that he
is a candidate for Secretary and treas-
urer of the Lake Seamen’s Union, now
in convention here. The office has been
held for eleven years by W. H. Fra-
sier, of Boston.

President Andrew Furuzeth, of San
Francisco, will have no opposition for
re-election, it is declared.

The matter of selecting the city of
the next convention is causing no little
trouble. Cities representing all parts
of the country have ben talked of, but
the number has dwindled down to two.
These are San Francisco and Balti-
more. The concensus of opinion
among the delegates seems to favor
the city of the Pacific.
