Fez, Morocco, Monday, April 22 (de- 
laved in transmission).—The Jewish 
quarter of Fez presents a lamentable 
spectacle as a result of the recent 
pillaging and looting by the revolting 
populace and mutinous Moorish sol- 
diers. On the occasion of the preced- 
ing ravaging of the quarter the scenes 
enacted did not approach in horror 
and devastation those which occurred 
last week. a

Of the 12,000 Jewish residents of 
the capital no fewer than 7,000 have 
been rendered homeless by fire, and 
these have now taken refuge, naked 
and hungry, in the gardens of the 
sultan’s palace. Hundreds of emaciat­
ed human beings are huddled together 
in empty cages of the sultan’s menag- 
erie and these are surrounded by 
cages containing wild beasts, which 
maddened by the sight of human flesh, 
nil the gardens with their roars

When they attacked Mellah the 
Jewish quarter, the people compos­
ing the infuriated mob were chiefly 
bent on pillage They tore the cloth­
ing from men, women and children 
alike and these, shrieking with terror,

Sentenced to Six Months' Imprisonment 
for Bigamy.

[Canadian Press.
London. April 26.—Hugo L. Ames. an 

author, and Mrs. Flora Northesk-Wilson, 
pleaded guilty to bigamy in the Old 
Bailey court today, and were sentenced 
each to six months’ imprisonment.

The defendants are cousins. Ames was 
formerly private secretary to Sir Julian 
Pauncefote at the British legation at 
Washington. Mrs. Northesk . Wilson, 
whose home is in California, is also a 
writer, and the author of The Book of 
Divorce; Its Use and Abuse
9 The two were arrested here on March 
9, the plaintiff being Mrs. Kate Ames, 
who had obtained a decree of divorce on 
Feb. 29. She asserted that a divorce ob­
tained by her husband at Boise City. 
Idaho, some time ago was not valid in 
England, and that his subsequent mar­
riage to Mrs. Northesk-Wilson was biga- 
mous. On the latter allegation the 
courts granted Mrs. Ames a divorce and 
then entertained the charge to which the 
accused pleaded guilty today.
