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AT THE CITY GOUNCLL

Ald. Bragg’s Letter on the Cem-
etery Keeper Brings About
an Investigation.

The New Eleetrie Lights Are Loea-
ted—=Dareey Island Lepers
“'Need More Attention.

Though on the whole a good deal of
business was accomplished by the city
council last night, there were a few sub-
jects that threatened a little heated dis-
cussion, notably Ald. Bragg’s letter'on
the cefetery keeper, and the attempt to
.settie where new electric lights should
go. The twelve electric lights are all
that can be put in this year, and each
alderman has his own ideas of where
they should go. However, the matter
smoothed over all right.

The first letter read was one from the
.deputy minister of marine, enclosing one
from the legal advisers of D. F. Adams
.and explaining that gentleman’s attitude
about the David street dispute, Mr.
Adams said he was quite agreeable to
have David street opened ont as a public
thoroughfare. > . o

There was another letter, however,
from McPhiilips, Wootton & Barnard,
stating thut one of ‘their clients com-
plained that Mr. Adams’wag still ob-
structing the street.

The correspondence was referred to
the city engineer, city selicitor aid
street committee to report.

Next came a letter from Ald. Bragg,
which caused -a good deal of talk. It
read: } 3 ’

To His Worship the Mayor and Board of

Aldermen, - *

Gentlemen: In justice to myself as I ivas
not permitted at the last meeting of the
board to give my reasons for asking ex-
planations from the chairman of the ceme-

‘ tery committee a8 to the duties of the
caretaker of the cemetery, Mr. Allen, and
as the statement made by the chairman of
the tommittee on behalf of Mr, Allen is
not "in harmony with ‘several transactions
that have been reported to ‘me, inasmuch
as he stated that Mr. Allen never handled
a cent of money, The facts of the par-
ticular case which I desired to lay before
the couneil at the last meetlng,‘%ut was
not allowed by the ruling of the chair, are
as_follows: -+« . : ;

During the early 0vsm-t of last month Mr.
Allen asked. Mr. B ¥, & mechanic of this
«city, to give him a ‘price to build brick
walls for a grave. Mr. Boddy gave' Mr.
Allen a figure. The caretaker closed the
bargain. Mr. Boddy did the work, and Mr.
Allen paid "him the amount. Another fea-
ture of the case is this: Whereas, ‘clause
20 in the Cemetery by-law governing this
particular work; reads thus: *“Brick graves
must have eight Inch ivalls of the best
hard.brick ‘Iaid in cement,”” yet Mr. Allen,
thé caretaker of the cemete: , appointed to
See the law carried out, enters into . a
contract with Mr. - Boddy and allows him
to put In four inch walls, just half what
Is called for in the by-law.

Could not the
Province, by paying the expense, if in no
other way, prevail on the Dominion gov-
ernment to aimit them to Tracadie lazar-
etto, where there are nurses, medical at-
tendants, ete ?

Cormorant  street complained of the
nuisance caused by a number of shacks
there. These shacks, Numbers 43, 43,
47, 49 and 51 Cormorant street; and sev-
eral others as far as the Prince of
Wales saloon, were condemned by the
building inspector as a nuisance.

The attention of the owners will be
called to this as a preliminary step to-
wards stopping the nuisance.

In his monthly report Chief Deasy re-
commended that the city appoint an in-
spector of electric wire installation and
that men allowed to instal wires in
buildings be licensed.

This was filed as the city is not in a
position to. appoint an inspector.

On the Chief’s recommendation a tele-

The electric light committee recom-
mended that lights be placed at the cor-
ner of Quebec and Menzies streets; Van-
couver and Humboldt; Vancouver and
Meares; Rockland avenue near Dewd-
ney’s; McGregor_avenue; Pandora - and
Belmont; Pine “street opposite Bean
street; Esquimalt' road and Catherine;
McClure; Pemberton street; also that the
light on Government street between
Yates and Johnson streets be removed to
the rear: of the new customs house on
Whart street.

Kinsman made a kick for one of
the lights to be placed at the corner of
Hillside and, Second street instead of on
Topaz avenue. i

One alderman and another had sug-
gesting to make as to where the lights
should go, and' finally the report was
adopted, altered by Ald. Kinsman’s am-
endment,

The streets committee recommended
that 110 feet of sidewalk be laid on the
eust side of Blanchard street, north of
Yates; also that the Hudson’s-Bay Co.
‘be netified to construet a sidewnlk over

‘the aren’ of a portion of whatf street
south of the CaP. N. Co.,, which area

is occupied by them, as this must be done
before any more macadamizing is done
on Wharf street between the Hudson’s
of the revetment walls. This: was
adopted.

| street committee of August 19, 1898,

The first part of the report recoufinends
that the l;%uncil accept Mr. C. MeK,
Smith’s offer to convey to the city the
streets for which the late Amor De
Cosmos was assessed, the consideration
being the:cancellation of the amount of
taxes dueyto the eity, viz: $172.80. One
of the streets proposed to be cqnvcyed
is sixty feet wide, one fifty feet wide and
one forty feet wide. The Streets Width
by-law, 1897, reads as follows: ‘From
and after the passing of this by-law no
street shall be of less width than sixty
feet from the line fence on either side
thereof shall be accepted or maintained
by the said city.” As mo resolution ot
the council can override a by-law I
would recommend that the resolution
adopting the report be rescinded and
that the following :be substituted there-
for: ‘That Mr. Smith be informed that
under the existing by-law the council has
no power to accept any streets that are
less than sixty feet in width; and th.1’t,

British Columbia Invited to Send
Display to the Greater
Britain Exhibition

A Chance to Let English Capital
ists Se» the Opportunities for
Investment Here.

Mr. William Thompson, the mining
engineer who was mentioned in yester-
day’s Colonist, has seen the Premier and
Hon. Mr. Cotton for the purpose of
pointing out to them the advisability of
making a provincial mining display at
the Greater Britain exhibition to be held
at Earl’s Court, London, next year, As
business was bringing him to this prov-
ince, Mr, Thompson was requested by
the Londond Chamber of Mines to bring
the matter before the attention of the
Canadian governments, with a view to
having this part of the Empire make ss
good # showing as possible. From his
position as a . mining engineer, Mr.
Thompson’s views on the matter must

bear a great deal of weight. For a num-
ber of years he was government mineral-

t| ogist in Queensland, and he has also

had large experience. in other parts of
the world. This is not his first visit to
British Columbia, for two-years ago he
camé out to examine properties in this
province.' As one result of that visit he
compiled from all. the information' ke
could get from authentic sources, some
very large sectional maps of the Koot~

“émay country, with the principal mining

claims marked out on them, and ' they
have been found so useful that he has
since had them published. They are
certainly admirably suited for the pur-
posed for which they were designed. i
Mr. Thompson had an interview with
the Premier and Hon. Mr. Cotton to
place before them the advantages that
would accrue to the mining industry of
the province by having its mineral re-
sources brought prominently before tpe
mining investors in London. Mr. Sen;lm,
however, was afraid that the province
could not spare the money to make the
exhibit. Referring to th‘e matter yes-
terday, Mr. Thompson pon_nlgeg.i out that
the province, by not exhibiting, would
lose a most valuable opportunity to as-
sist the mining industry. For example,
the exhibit of minerals from the colonies
at the Indian and Colonial exhibition
had been followed by a wonderful in-
crease in the attention paid by English
investors in the mining industry of the
colonies, . It would pay better, he was
sure, to send such an exhibit to t”pe
Greater Britain exhibition than to Paris.
The reason was that people went to the
World's Fair to be amused, and 'there
was such a diversity of things to see
that there was no time to pay mpch at-
tention to any one section. Besides, it
is Loondon where the colonies look large-
ly for mining capital, and what hetter
chance could they have than to §end a
display to an exhibition such as it was
proposed to hold in London ? 8o im-
pressed were the Australian ' colonies
with this view that Queensland alone
had asked for 30,000 feet of space, more
‘than all Canada had asked for the Paris
exhibition, and the sister (_:olgny ot_ch-
toria_decided not to exhibit in Paris at
all, but to bend all her energies-to make
as creditable a display as possible in
London.  With all the other colonies
making a fine showing at London,” Brit-
ish Columbia wou!d be making a great
mistake to allow the opportunity slip by
and have other places reap t.he\ benefit
of her neglect. It should not be a mat-
ter of politics, but all parties in the prov-
ince should work together for the de-
sired end. Time is. now getting short,
Mr. Thompson pointed out, for the ap-
plications for space should be in by Oc-
tober 1.
