Victoria yesterday lived up to her re-
cord in the manner in which she officially
received His Excellency the Governor
General of Canada and the Countess of
Minto.

Local interest in the proceedings was:in
no sense dulled by the postponement of
the function; and, responsivp} to the re-
.quest of Mayor Hayward, the decoration
and illumination of the city in honor of
the occasion was very gemeral.

was packed to suffocation. At the con-
clusion. of the interesting proceedings
there—presentation of addresses, ete.—
the procession wended its way to Beacon
Hill park, where a splendid display of
firev-orks was witnessed, Lord and Lady
Minto afterwards going through the
principal streets en route to Qak Bay.

Long before 7 o'clock—the hour set for
the start of the procession—a great crowd
had aseémbled in front of the city hall
Two companies of the Fifth Regiment,
and a large contingent ‘of the
Veterans’ Association, acting as a
guard of ' honor, were drawn up
in front of the main entrance, and in
the lobby and the Mayor’s parlor were as-
sembled Mayor Hayward and the Alder-
men, the Lieutenant-Governor, Admiral
Beaumont, the Bishops, Chief Justice
MecColl, members of the Privy Council,
Senators, Puisne Judges, members of the
House of Commons, Premier Dunsmuir
and members of the Executive Council,
Speaker Booth and members of the Pro-

_ vincial. Parliament, ex-members of the
House of Commons, representatives of
the Army and Navy and Militia, United
States Consul Smith, Chairman and
members of the Board of School Trus-
tees, officers of the British Columbia
Board of Trade and Civic Officials.

It was shortly after 7 ¢’clock when the
Governor-General’s party put in an ap-
pearance. His Excellency, accompanied
by the Countess of Minto, seated in a
handeome equipage drawn by four white
horses, drove up to the main entrance.
"The guard of honor presented arme, the
band played the National Anthem, and
His Worship Mayor Hayward formally
welcomed the distinguished visitors to the
city. Alighting from the carriage, they
entered the e¢ity hall and were ' intro-
duced by the Mayor to the group of of-
ficiale assembled in the main lobby. The
Countess of Minto was received in the
‘Mayor's parlor by Mrs. Hayward, with

whom she chatted pleasantly for a few

march thronged with gope. all
" eager to catch a glimpse of His Bxcel-
- Jency and the Comntess. The route of
the procession was along Douglas to Fort,
down Fort to Government, across James
Bay bridge and thence up to the Drill
hall by. way of Belleville and Menzies
&streets.

By this time it was growing dark and
Government street with its wealth of in-
candescent lamps presented a most beau-
tiful appearance., At the corner of Yates
and Government streets an arch had been.
erected, bearing the words “God Save
the Queen” and “Welcome.” The West-
side and Hinton & Co. displayed attrac-
tive electrical devices,

Arriving at the Drill hall, considerable
delay occurred in commencing proceed-
ings, the immense crowd present. who
eonght to gain admittance interfering
with the labors of the ushers. After a
time, however, all was got in order, and
the proceedings opened. The interior had
been apprepriately decorated .with Brit-
jsh flags and the immense stage erected
at the rear provided seating accommoda-
tion for the visiters and reception com-
mittee and the members of the large or-
chestra, under the leadership of Mr. F.
Vietor Austin. .

THE CIVIC ADDRESS.

Assuming seats on the dias, after hav-

ing traversed the ranke of the guard of

honor, drawn up in single file on either

side, the band meadwhile playing “God

Save the Queen,” His Worship Mayor

Hayward read the following address:

Nor bave ever failed to hold in the
highest estimation and regard those tradi-
tions, co-existent with the life and his-
tory of the nation, that are peculiar to the
British people; and that have been hand-
ed down from generation to generation
-through a long line of splendid ancestry,
replete with illustrious examples of hero-
ism and eelf-sacrifice for the weal, the
prestige-and progress of the Anglo-Saxon
Tace.

Your Excellency’s visit occasions us the
greater ‘satisfication from the kqow]edge
that the intimacy with the conditions of
other parts of Canada which Your BEx-
cellency acquired in previous years, and
while serving with Her Majesty’s forces
in the Northwest, will, in the High Office
you now occupy, lend a keener interest
to your personal observation of the limit-
less resources and attractions of British
Columbia and its rightful claim to that
attention which shall place it in the fore-
most rank as an integral part of the
Dominion.
1t is particularly gratifying to this
Board that Your Excellency proposes to
visit the northern limits of British Col-
umbia. and to personally become familiar
with the conditions prevailing there.
As.the volume of northern trade ex-
tends with the opening up of the Atlin
and Yukon country, the urgency of an
early adjustment of the .Alaska Bound-
ary Question is impressed more and more
forcibly on this Board.

This Board observes with pleasure that
the importance of this subject in relation
to the trade of the Dominion was recog-
nized at the Congress of Chambers of
Commerce of the Empire held in London
in June last, and it heartily endorses the
resolution which was unanimously passed
by that Congress viz:

“That it is of vital importance to Brit-
ish Columbia and Canadian Trade on the
Pacific Coast to press forward a’ settle-
ment of the Alaska Boundary Question;
and this Congress while recognizing the
endeavors of Her Majesty’s Government
to affect an adjustment would urge the
desirability of renewed efforts in order
to accomplish that object.” .

Pending the settlement of the Alaska
Boundary Question, it ie earnestly to be
desired that an all Canadian route to the
Atlin and Yukon Districts be speedily
inaugrated and completed.

This Board haé a lively appreciation
of the immense benefits ‘which will ac-
crue to this province and the Dominion
from an extension of Canadian trade
with South and Central America, Aus-
tralia, the Pacific Tslands, and 'the Far
East, for: which British Columbia i the
natural outlet
This Board is sensible of the immediate
necessity of finding markets for our raw
materials, as the wealth. of this province
in base and precious metals and coal; as
well as in lumber, and fish, is 80 immense
that the prosperity. of the country is de-
pendent on the procurement of markets
for those products, and we anxiously_k_)ok
for further action from the Dominion
Government in this direction.

Although certain influences have affect-
ed the mining industry in British Colum-
bia during the past year and many mines
have been closed down, it is a signal evi-
dence of the immense mineral resource
of the province, that the output has ex-
ceeded that of previous years; and it is
also gratifying to note that the returns
of the lumbering and salmon canning in-
dustries show a material increase.

At the same time it is keenly felt that
while this province contributes so largely
to the revenues of Canada, a fair propor-
tionate assistance has not hitherto been
received from the Government towards
opening up that natural wealth which
hae been so bountifully bestowed on both
the Island and Mainland, and in conse-
quence not only the progress of British
Columbia but the whole Dominion is
retarded. )

In order that Your Excellency may
have an opportunity, if you should desire,
of viewing the condition of this province
in its commercial aspect, we beg leave to
tender you herewith a copy of the Annual
reportof this Board.

In conclusion we would repeat our cor-
dial and respectful welcome to Your Ex-
cellency and to Lady Minto, and we trust
your visit to this portion of the Dominion
will be remembered with pleasure.
