The cost of the whole
cable will be about $11,000,000,
The rate of messages has not been
‘fixed ‘as yet, said Mr. Reynolds, but 'will
be about three shillings a word, in all
probability—the -same -rate -as ' that
charged by the Eastern telegmaph com-
panies. The headquarters of the com-
pany will be in London, and staff man-
agers will be located at the several sta-
tions. At Bamfield Creek a staff of
about 25 or 30 men will nltimately be
employed. ' This station -will have about
14 or 15 cable employees working in
three shifts—the line being kept busy
day and mnight all the year round .

The cable will be a véry heavy one,
with a very large conductor of copper,
