Old matters in dispute have
been adjusted, so that with the excep-
tion of .the Newfoundiand French shore
question there is nothing on which a
controversy is likely to arise with se-
rious results.

Fashoda is forgotten, while France as a
colonial power does mot present so many
sharp corners to the British as it seems
to give Germany some satisfaction to
do.
