A TRAGEDY OF A DECADE SINCE

Thomas Williamson’» Scheme to Boh » 
Relative—An Ontario Government Do 
tective Secures His Arrest, hut Boodle 
and a Habeas Corpus Are Successfully 
Used to Bring About Ills Release.

Government Detective Joe Rogers will ar­
rive home Sunday from Reno, Mevada, 
where he has-been for the past six weeks en­
deavoring to secure the extradition of 
Thomas Williamson, charged with obtsfiinK 
from the Western Canada Savings & Loan 
Society of this city the sum of $3360 
by forging the name of his brother, John 
Williamson, to a mortgage. In the fall of 
1889- the accused called upon Assistant, 
Manager John Massie of the Loan Company 
at 76 Church-street and succeeded in secur­
ing two sums of $1700 and $1800 by repre­
senting that he owned 100 acres in Markham 
township, County of York. As a matter of 
fact the property belonged to his brother 
John Williamson. When the mortgage fell 
due it was discovered that the signature was 
a forgery, but meantime Thomas Williamson 
had fled. He was traced to Reno, Nevada, 
where it was ascertained he was employed 
with a wealthy ranchman named Dix». 
The Ontario Government was notiied and 
secured the arrest of the forger, but 
he bribed the constables and escaped. 
Last month Williamson was again taken 
into custody and locked up, and De­
tective Rogers was despatched to Nevada. 
The day before his arrival at Reno,ho waver, 
the Judge discharged Williamson on a 
habeus corpus, and the accused lost no time 
in leaving the vicinity. Detective Rogers was 
naturally chagrined at the outcome of his 
visit and-has endeavored ever since to bring 
about the re-apprehension of the accused, 
but without success, and he consequently 
left for home yesterday.
