The Prison Reform conference was held
yesterday in Shaftesbury Hall. Proceedings
were commenced at 10.30 a.m. After de-
votional exercises the chairman, W. H.
Howland, delivered a short address.
He dealt principally with the de-
sirability of isolating youthful offenders
from hardened criminals, of educating them
at least in the rudimentary brauches of
learning, and of imparting, if possible, a
moral tone to their lives. In conclusion he
made a slighc reference to the work that lay
before thera and congratulated the confer-
ence on the large,distinguished and represen-
tative assemblage present. His remarks
were received with every manifestation of
approval and were the keynote of the discus-
sion which followed.

Prominent Men Interested.

Dr. A. M. Rosebrugh, corresponding secre-
tary of the conference, preseuted his report,
It contained a list of the names of several
prominent personages who had sent letters
of regret at not being able to attend. Among
them were: Sir John 8. D. Thompson, Hon.
O. Mowat, John Cameron, Loudon; Hon.
S. H. Blake, B. M. Britton, Q.C.; Justice
Robertson, Judge Jones and Judge McDon-
ald. The report“concluded with extracts
from some of the letters of these gentlemen.
Mr. Mowat stated that the subject of prison
reform was ome in which be took a great
deal of interest. John Cameron of The Lon-
don Advertiser wrotesaying: ‘‘Ihave favor-
ably mentioned your gathering and L will
do all I can through the columns of the
press.”

The first resolution looking towards the
amelioration of juvenile crimipality was
moved by J. J. Keiso. Rev. Thomas Geoghe-
gan of Hamilton was the seconder, The
motion gave expression to the idea that only
by taking active means for the suppression of
juvenile criminality could any material de-
Ccrease in the criminal population be hoped
for. It was therefore urged upon the pro-
vincial authorities that active steps should
be taken to enforce compulsory education,
and several suggestions were also made for
the circumspection of the conduct of children
at large, and for their proper supervision
while under detention for misdemeanor. The
resolution, in conclusion, suggested: ‘‘That
Industrial schools be provided in the centres
of population, and gthat in these the ide-
terminate sentence should be adopted, with
ample provision for the supervision of
children after their discharge from such in-
stitutions.” Carried.

in Favor of the Cottage System,

Rev. Hugh Johnston supported by Rev.
Alsxander Gilray, presented a resolution in
reference to the reorganization of the Re-
formatory for Boys at Penetanguishene. It
expressed the concurrence of the conference

n this work and urged the ‘‘Ontario
,Qﬁ;)vernment to take immediate steps for the
purchase of a suitable farm. not too far re-
moved from the centre of gopulabiou, with a
view to the adoption of the cottuge system;
a better system of classification, and the
adoption of farm life on the part of the boys
to a much greater extent than appears to be
now possible. The resolution, which was
unanimously carried, also contained recom-
mendations governing the action of munici-
pal officers who sent boys to the refor-
matory instead of to the Industrial
School in ¢rder tobe economical. Carried.

To Remove From Contamination.

Two resolutions were moved by Beverley
Jones and seconded by Rev. Manly Benson.
Both were carried. The first suggested the
removal of the Ontario Refuge for Girls
from proximity to the Women’s Reforma-
tory in Toronto and the establishment of
the same on farm land, the cottage plan
peing adopted; and respectfully urged the
Ontario Government to take the necessary
steps to carry out this recommendation at
an early date. The second motion
referred to the indeterminate sentences and
parole system, which make refractory
children wards of the state during minority,
and recommended the organization of
branch associations to take the supervision
of such children. It was also suggested that
the Dominion Government be asked to make
such changes 1n the criminal law as may be
necessary 1n order to give full effect to the
same.

To Control the Little Ones.

The Prison Reform Commissioners at one
of their meetings suggested in a report to the
Ontario Government, “That such changes be
made in the Dominion la ws as may be found
necessary to confer on the Provincial Gov-
ernments and its offi cers all requisite author-
ity to pardon, parole, apprentice, board out
and generally deal with and exercise control
over all children and youths sentenced or
committed to or placed in the Reformatory
for Boys, the refuge or reformatory for girls
and the industrial schools of the province,
whether such boys and girls have been
sentenced or committed to or placed in such
institutions under the provisions of Dominion
or Provincial laws.” The conference in a
resplution moved by Dr. McLaren, sec-
onded by C. W. Watch, approved
of this action and suggested that a delega-
tion be appointed to wait upon Hon. Sir
John Thompson to preseut the advisability
of remedying the serious defects now exist-
ing. The motion was carried and the
gentlemen composing the delegation will be
pamed by the Prison Reform Association.

Young Men Criminals,

Dr. E. A. Meredith, seconded by Dr. John-
ston, moved a°resolution in respect to the
present association of youthful offenders
with the most depraved and dened crim-
inals in the various prisons and penitentiar-
ies throughout the land. In this connection
it was suggested that immediate steps should
be taken to urge upon the Federal Govern-
ment the necessity for the establishment of a
special reformatory for young men between
the ages of 16 and 30, - The motion was car-
ried, and the delegation before referred to
and yet to be appointed were also authorized
to submit this matter to the Minister of
Justice.

Two resolutions, submitted by Manley
Benson and supported by Rev. J. W.
Holmes, were Carried. The first ap-

as in the manufacture and production,
to the largest possible extent, of goods re-
quired tor asylums, prisous, county jails,
(Government offices, hospitais, charities or
other institutions aided by or undor the
superintendence or control of any or all such
Governments, and also in the manufacture
and production of articles and goods of
necessity and general utility, little or not, at
all manufactured or produced in this coun-
try so that such articles or goods may least
interfere with the products of honest free
lavor; and further, that all products of
prison labor, other than those required in the
public service, should be sold direct to con-
sumers in a free and open market.”
An animated discussion followed the read-
ing of this somewhat lengthy resolution.

AT 1HE ASSIZES,

Osgoodby Gets $6000 and the Beoy Me-
