Editor World: One of the richest intel-
lectual treats that I have. received since I
saw Mr, Henry Irving pley Hamlet, or since
1 heari the Rev. Moriey Punshou lecture on
“Florefice and Her Memopries,” I received
last night at the Pavilion, from the Hon.
Danie] Dotigherty in his ‘address on *‘Ora-
tory.”” His exordium was the very acme of
precision and graceful diction, not © word
mispronounced, nor & word that could be re-
placed by ancther that could render the
meaning and idea with greater force. The
very man, before he utters a word, wins the
sympathy of his audience, by his intelligent,
benevolent and majestic appearance. In
him every attribute of the orator is in
abundant harmony. He js, himself, a com-
pound of the staff of greatness, aud the ele-
Inents so mixed in him that the audience
could not but intuitively exclaim, when he
appeared upon the platform, “Behold: the
.man; the orator!” Btrangs, indeed, it would
be if Daniel Dougherty should not prove
equal to anticipations. High as they were
he certainly exceeded them. Such was the
upanimous testimony of the audience at the
close. Acoordiﬁ to his conception of what
be one ‘can easily perceive

that 'the age of oratory has passed. It has

passed as certainly-as the' age of poetry has:

passed. There never can be another Sbake-
ppeare as there never call be another Bee-
thoven or a Newton. It only remains for all
subseqient ages to appreciate, admire and
apply the principles which it was their ‘woun-
drous merit to discover. The presentisa
practical and scientific age, an the litera-
ture of the past isa vast storehouse of easy
nccess through the agency of the press. Mr,
Blake, whomn I_regard as an intellectual
proament to ©anada, ‘I 'think, misappre-
hended Mr. Dougberty’s idea, while he wag
guite correct in his estimate of the imports
ance and publicity-that were given toa
ppeech-making through the press, It is the
eneral and superior power ot the press that
educes and limits the ingentives to trays-
pencent efforts of oratory. In these days peaple
bave every facility for reading and reliection
and of acquiring knowledge in the quiet of
their own studies. . Mr. George Vandenhoff
pnce said to me that he would neverthink of
oing to hear a public reader, for the reason
hat he could employ his time much more
Proﬂtablv at bome amongst his own books,
*I merely follow the occupation of eublic
eader because I make money from i%”. It
Ln rare accomJ)lishmenc however, to read
porrectly or réad like a \}andenhoﬂ, and it
would be difficult to”find the fompeer of
Ramel Dougherty on this continent. ‘- Both
their line.are excellent. and have few
»quals in the world of Eoglish-spéaking pro-
jety, Mr. Dougherty’s exempiification and
ustrations of what pulpit oratory ought to
be from its surroundings and the infinite
*yariety of themes upon which the preacher
nay deliver himsell were simply sublime. 1t
as pever my pleasure to be so entrauged.
Eis illustrations of the style prevalent in the
British House of Commons amongst the most
istinguished statesmen were singularly true
theoriginals. But I think his grandest
jcture was his contrast between Brutus and
‘!urc Antony from the Julius Cesar of
Jhakespeare. Evidently, for everything
eat, and profound, Mr. Dougherty -has
runk deeply from the inexhaustible well of
e immortal bard, the literary pride and
yrnament of mankind.- Mr. Dougherty’s
nodel of an orator is Lord Chatham who, in
jrace, dignity and natural breeding he does,
ot-a little, resemble. . L@rd Chatham de-
ed good breeding *‘to consist of benevo-
snce fh trifles, and the preference of others
o m:nelves in the little daily occurrences of

Apart. from his other refinements and
ualifications, I am sure Mr, Doigherty is
ust such a man, according to the definition
>f Lord Chatham, the honored spirit of Bri-
jish national greatness. 1he young ladies
who were instrumental iu bringing him,to
Yoronte to lecture are deserving of public
gratitude.
