cholme, which discharges itself Into the 
Humber. It no doubt stranded on the 
bank of the stream, and sank Into the soft 
silt and ooze until ft was entirely envelop­
ed. It Is practically perfect, preserved for 
centurie» by tbe close embrace of the bed 
in which it lay. It is of large sise, being 
48 feet in length, 4 feet 4 Inches in width, 
and 2 feet 9 inches in depth. It has been 
hewn out of a giant oak. The floor is flat, 
tbe sides perpendicular, and towards the 
stern there are some brackets left in tbe 
solid wood as if to support the ends of a 
seat. Beyond tbe stern there are projeo 
4ions which have been apparently used to 
support a raised deck or seat. At tbe 
head there is a hollow, as for a bowsprit. 
It is to be hoped that everything that may 
be necessary to preserve It will be done. 
It is far too valuable a relic to be exposed 
to any dangers. The archaeologists of the 
country will no doubt take the matter up 
and see that the ship is removed to a place 
of safety. "The British Museum is obvi­
ously the best place for it, though tbe 
claims of the locality which has been found 
to possess an object of so much interest 
could not.be well ignored.
