V—GAY VIENNA

While in populaticn it ranks fourth
among the cities of Europe from the
standpoint of beguty Vienna takes
almost the first place. Paris is the
only European city which can com-
pare with it grchitecturally, ani it
lacks the splendid surrounc'ngs
which enhance the charms of Vienna.
The city is about g mile and 5 half
from the Danube, on what is known
as the Danube Canal; really a branch
of the river which has been despened
and widened.

air in/our homes, schools and factor-
jes fall short of it, can be had from
the following description of the pre-
cautions taken by the American Bell
Telephone Compeny in  their! chief
building in Boston, which has a ca-
pacity of 450,000 cubic feet and a
day population of 450 persons.

The fresh air, which is distributed
by a mechanjcal system, is drawn in-
to the building at the rate of 26,-
1 000 cultc feet per minute, and has
| moisture added so as to contain
mabout 50 per cent, of relative hu-
midity. To secure this condition,
65 gallons of water, in the form of
steam, are mixed with the air, in
ten hours, or about one and one-
half barrels per hour. Certain parts
of the building which had been heat-
ed with difficulty before are now
made more comfortable; and in the
whole building three degrees less
heat is required t, maintaia a com-
fortable temperature. There has been
a noticeable absence of coughs during
the Winter among the employees.

Various humidifiers have peen sug-
gested, of which g very efficient and
simple one is the exposing of the
air from g register or radiator to
mcisture, by having it pass through
a surface of cotton wick—one end of
which is submerged in g reservoir or
vessel, containing water, and which
is attached to the radiator. It has
been demonstrated that by meang of
this contrivance the relative humidi-
ty of 3 room can be kept between
55 and 60 degrees Fahrenheit by
evaporating about four gnd a half
quarts per day; and a temperature
of 65 degrees so maintained is as
comfortable as one of 70 in a diy
atmosphere.

A practical illustration of this is
the fact that we can sit and read in
comfort on our verandahs in a tem-

having 5 normal humidity; while the
same temperature in our homes, with
a dry atmosphere, would be very
comfortable, owing to the more
rapid evgporation of mositure from
the surface of our bodies in the drier
atmosphere.

Obviously, then whatever the meth-
od of heating may be, it is impera-
tive that provision be made for
baving the air sufficiently charged
with moisture, :
