WaAT is koown in
history as Armenia is a

The
reason for this is that
Armenia, though very
important historically, is
no longer a mation by
itself. At present it is
only a part of Turkey,
and it has come so fully
under the authority of
the Turkish Sultan at
Constantinople that it is
difficult to give any exact

bounds which mark it off from the rest of Turkey.
