THE MISSION TOUR OF SCOTLAND.

Dear Dr. Shkerwood.—The address this evening will conclude, for
the present at least, my mission tour in Scotland. I began this series
of addresses at Edinburgh on July 14, six weeks ago to-morrow. My
intention was to spend a Sabbath in Fdinburgh, and at once return to
London and the Continent, where I hoped to prosecute some studies
of Papal missions. But the pressure brought to bear wasso heavy, and
the leading of God secmed so plain in the direction of further effort in
this land of the martyrs, that both Dr. Gordon and I concluded to re-
min for a time and speak in various towns and cities under divection
or @ Central Committee. We have now visited in succession twenty-
oue different places—Edinburgh, Oban, Inverness, Strathpeffer, Nairn,
Forres, Elgin, Aberdeen, Dufftown, (lasgow, Hamilton, Dunoon, Hel-
ensburgh, Rothesay, Coatbridge, Dundee, Brechin, Montrose, Forfar,
Arbroath, and Broughty Ferry. Dr. A, J. Gordon, of Boston, who
accompanied me during the first part of the tour, left me at Aberdeen,
feeling eonstrained to leave for home on the ninth of August. Rerv.
James iScott, a devoted missionary frem Natal, now at home on a fur-
lough, has been with me, and has taken Dr. Gordon’s place, and Mrs.
i Stott, of the China Inland Mission, has addressed the afternoon ladies’
i meetings, and often spoken also in the evening gatherings, greatly
‘to the profit of all who have heard her ch'n*nunfﬂy snmple story of
Chmese life and the work among the Orientals. Nothing but the ne-
cessity of aftention to other matters and of arranging for my retwn
‘homo constrains me to arrest this mission tour.  Notwithstanding the
fact that it was undertaken in the midst of the summer season, when
he ministers were on their vacation and the people were scattered,
here has not been one visit to any one of these places which was not
wore than repaid in results.  Not only on the Sabbath evenings have
*0 largest halls been erowded and overflowing, but even on the week
thts, and often in the cold, damp weather, the audiences that have
stted us have heen an agreeable surprise.
