MUNIGIPAL~ DEIXRTMENT.
The direction ai air currents in sewers

'vas brieflv discussed by AI-in Macdougal,
Mi. lnst. é. E., of Toronto, in a paper on
small sewerage systems rend recently be-
farc the Association af Executive Health
Oflicers af Ontario. He reterred particu-
larly ta same abservatians on a i 5-irlch
pipe scwer hall a mile long, ta whiclî four
houses wçere connected. It discharged
int a large aval sewer a mile ini length,
antI when first consîructed had only one
hanse connected ta it. The observations
in winter were taken wvhen thc thermomne-
ter ranged from 32 degrees to-32 degrees;
at-ica degrees the lowest readin& in the
pipe sewer was 3:i degrees, and no ice wvas
ever observcd in it. In the larger sewver,
63 feet in diamecter, wvith no house con-
nections, and at the trne of the first ob-
servations -vith no side sewers, one rend-
ing of(3i degrees wvas taken with the oÙt-
side air at-12 degrees; Ot'îerwist 32 de-
grees wvas the lowest registered. Numer-
ous readings were taken in this sewer
during six winters af ter several side sewers
had been connected with it, and no rend-.
ing obtained under 32 degrecs. This
large sewer ivas apcned at bath ends far
nlany years, being a trunk sewer; il
carried considerable surface water tram
a creek, and no ice was. faund in it at any
place but far a few (ct at the open mont h
ai the upper end.
