On crossing the boundary of the Cape colo-
ny, and entering the wild Bushman country,
we met a Bugh family. One of them, a young
man, expressed a strong desire to see -other
countrics, and asked.permission to travel with
us, with the consent of his fatber; to which
request we agreed. As none of my Hoticn-
tots had ever been out of their own country
before, none of the party knew where rivers,
or hrocks, or springs of water were to be
foum!; of covrse the young Bushman was a
valuable aequisition.  We had not scen @
bizde of grass as we proceeded during the
day, and night was fast approacking, while
ignorant where either grass or water ceuld be
found. On telling the Bushnan what we
wanted, he immediately led us ont of the track
in which we were travelling, aiong a narrow
pass between hiils, 10, a small sequertered val-
ley, where there was'a fotrtain of gocd waler
and oo grass for the catile, with abundance
of fire wood.  When I heheld these treasures,
which came o unexpectedly, and so com-
pletely supplied cll our wants, 1 looked to the
wild Buzhman as Elijah may be supposed to
have Jooked at the ravens that fed him in the
wilderness—as God’s instrument for fulfilling
His benevoleut will to us j=—and the poor lad
seented as uneonscious of the greatness of the
service he had rendered us as Llifcl s revens
were—Rev. J. Cemplell, :
