AGAIXNST COERCION.

On May 10 & great open air demonstration
was t7 have been held in the Market Square,
Armagh, under the auspices of the Protestant
Home Rule Asscciation, as a public protest
of the P’rotestsnts stancing side by side with
their Catholic brethren against the in-
famous law abous to be imposed upon all
cresds and classes of Irishmen. Mr, Coroner

what was advisable tn do in the matter,
a specimen of duty doing without a Coercion
Act, which may very well give oue an
idea of the treatment the people may ex-
pect when the posed epactment comes in
force. Coroner Peel ordered in his Orangemen
to oppose the meeting of the Protestant Home
Rulers ; and Coroner Peel told Mr, Cullen and
Hamilton that assuredly there would be bloud-
shed at once,  Both officials forthwith issued a
ib{oclqma! ion proc'aiming the Protestant Home

' A SERMON ON DISALLOWANCE.

A WINKJPEG PASTOR EXHORTS HIS HEARZRE TO
*  FIGHT AGAINBT MONOFOLY.

WINNIPRG, June 4.—On Sunday evening
Rev. J. B. Silcox, of the Gentrul Congregational
church bere referred in the course ot his sermen
to the disallowance question. Addressing the
young men he urged them to be independent
and free. Do not, said he, sacrifice your man-
hond or self--espect for the sake of securing
the favor or patronage of this or that grent
man. Show all respect to superior worth,
but’never cringe or crawl, sycophant-like, be-
fore princes or potentates—or before belted
knights either, Remember that you, too,
are & mnan, We are the descenfants of men
who have fought and died for the defenco of
their rights and for the enjoyment of their
liberty. If thers remamins in the veins of the

oung men of this province the remnant of the
Klood of a Pym or a Hampden we will rise in
our might as one man and resent the mean
ingult that hos been hurled at us by a
haughty aud tyrannical corporation that
sacks to lord it over us. The majority of
those who have come to mske their home
in the Praitie province are young men.
When the occasion arose the young men of this
provinoe were the first to_go forth to vindicate
the anthority of law. They bore the brunt of
that conflict throughout. hey were the first
to go out and the last to come bome, But what
is our situation to-day ? It is this in a provioce,
and a8 men, we have been humiliated and in-
sulted. We have been spat on and trampled
on by s fcw bloated ca’fitalists who have sud-
denly become rich. hey have threatened to
extinguish us because we thouglit_it well to ex-
ercise the rights of freemen., We break no
pledges ; we cancel no contracts ; we repudiate
no debt ; we disown no obligation, we ask no
favors.

BREACH BETWEEN GERMANY
AND RUSSIA,

Loxpox, June 6.—The Russion ukase for-
bidding foreigners to acquire estates on_the
western frontier of Russin, in designed princi-
pally to put an end to the ioflux of Germans to
Russia. There are in Russia so many German
factories, workshops, warehouses and farms, all
the pro&uctions of which are of profit to Ger-
mans exclusively that the Russisn Government
regards them as detrimental to the country,
owing to therr competition with Russian in-
dustries, Besides list of Gerinnns to Ruesia are
members of the German army reserve, and in an
event of war they might become hostile out-
posts familiar with Russia’s topogrn‘ivhy re-
sources and strategetic condition, and inight
seglt au nlliance with the Poles. Ukage will
not effect its object immediately, as it does not
disturb foreigners who are already landlords.
Many hold land under temporary concessions,
which will not be renewed when their terms
expires, Itis expected that tenants will then
leave their holdings, and that owners of land
will find circumstances so ndverse, they also
will be compelled to leave. This, together with
the Rusnanizing movement in the Baltic pro-
vinces, will produce an_increasing breach
between Germany and Rusma, and render
impossible a renewal of their former cordiality,
which was undermined by Prince Bismarck’s
action at the Berlin Congrees, and his policy on
the Bulgarian crizis.

MURDERED EIS GRANDSONS.

THE AWFUL CRIME COMMITTED BY A GRAND-
FATHER 80 THAT HE MAY MARRY.,

ReaDING, Pa., May 31.—William Showers,
cigarinpker, aged 5 years, was arrested at Ann-
ville, Lebunon County, at midnivht, charged
with murdering his two grandchildren, Wiliinm
and Samuel, aged 3 and 5 years. The children
were the itlegitimate offspriog of Showers’ de-
ceased daughter, Two weeks ngo he drove into
the mountains with the children and returned
without them. Nothing hns been hesrd of them
since, and as Showers told many conflicting
gtories regarding their absence the District At-
torney ordered his arrest. A gearch was made
for the children snd resulted in the finding of
their bodies buried in Showers’ yard, with ropes
around their necks. Showera claims to have
1aken the echildren from their home to doliver
them to a man at Tower City, who was to keep
them, and that while on the way he missed the
road and put the little ones out while he went
to water his horse a quarter of a mile awny, and
that while he was gone the children disappeared
in company with two strangsrs.  Tle denies all
knowledge of the bodies bemmg in his yard.
Showers was engaged to marry _a lady, but her
one condition was that the children should be
firat got rid of by placing them in the charge of
some other person. Failing in this itisbelieved
he resorted to murder. Showers has confessed
the crime of murdering the boys. There in

ome and threats of lynching are freely made,
When fiund, the badies of the boys were nude
except their night shirts, showing that they
had been taken from bed and murdered in cold
blood. They had been strangled with ropes
found arocund their necks and their skulla had
been crushed in with a club.

A MURDERER’S DOOM.
THE HANGING OF GAGOLIN AT IEMBROKK.

PrubrokE, Ont., Juse 6.—The ¢xeeutiony of
the wurderer Uagolin took place here this
morping at 8 o'clock, and was witnessed by
about fifty people. After the fall of the trap
the sheritf, deputy sherilf, coroner, physcian,
gaoler, attendant mioister and u few others
were in the room in which the seatfold ix erccted.
At five minutes to 8 o’clock the murdercr was
conducted to the ecaffeld accommpnuied Ly two
Germoan ministers, Rev. G, Schroeder and
Rev. K. Robt, I*. Kretzmanp and the offi-
cinls, lle. was placed on  tha dreop.
1o then knelt while the Rev. Mr. Kretzmann
kaelt with him, The condemned man repeated
the prayers after the minister with great fervor,
and expressed himself as perfectly satisfied to
meet his God. He never once flinched from hia
terrible dnom, apparently Dbeoowing more
buoyant as the dreadful end approached. Rev.
Mr. Schroeder, who attended {um throughout, a
few minutes before the fatal holt was drawn
sang o favocite (ferman hymp, in which the
prisoner jnined with & clear and unquaveriog
voice, apparent!y us cool as though an orcinary
church service was taking place, He only knew
three verses of this hymnp, and they were parti-
cularly adupted to his case. He alro re-
seated at the end o beautiful prayer he had
earned when a boy, which was also admir-
ably adapted to his condition. Mr, Schroeder
said that Gagolin hud entirely forgotten every-
thing pertainiog to religious service but this
little prayer and the three stnnzas of the hymn
mentioned above. He had evideutly not at-
.tended a place of worship for years. Atafew
minutes after eight the prisoner was pinioned
on the scaffold, the noose was adjusted about
his neck, the fatal bolt drawn, and Gagolin was
launched into eternity. He died without a’
struggle, save a slight muscular countraction
visible at intervals for about nine minutes after
he dropped. Rev, Mr. Schroeder siid, after
the execution bad taken place, ‘*heissnfe in
the arms of Jesus; would to God every one
could meet their Maker as well prepared.” The
prisoner was much mure contented this morning
than he was two or three dnys ago. At firat he
feared his fate, but lutterly expressed himself as
perfectly satistied that his end would be peace.
Hig Friends were allowed to take the remaina}
bury them in the Gernian cemetery, He made
no atatement on the scaffold. .
