I.—Submitted an application from Messrs. Languedoc
& Co., for permission to lay a siding across St. Urbain
street.

Referred ‘to the Chief Engineer for a report.

2—Submitted a report from the Purchasing and Sales
Agent, transmitting a report from the Superintendent
Iingineer of the Waterworks Department, asking that
valves be purchased for an approximate amount of
$35.000.

Resolved: That, in view of Commissioner  Godfrey’s
statement to the effect that the Superintending Engineer
recommends the purchase of these valves from Messrs.
Jenkins Bros., the contract be awarded to said company,
and that a notarial contract be passed accordingly.

3.—Submitted a report from the Chief Engineer on
the application from the Gtand Trunk Railway System
Company for permission to convert into a roadway the
flagstone sidewalk now existing on St, Etienne street, re-
commending that four entrances, 15 feet wide each, be
paved with scoria  blocks by the Public Works Depart-
ment, at a cost of $300, payable by the said Company.
