be descrbed as uaximmw amunts payable under the existing Agreemnent and

Tarlff of Tols, thus allowing the Authorlty and the Corporation ta

iniplemant the sald surcharges on a- gradu buils withIn periods of twenty-

four hours according ta operational candi tions.

Ihis Is ta be accomplIshéd by the addition of the following modi-

fication ta the Agremmnt:

1. MHA paragraph 6 of tae St. Lawrence Seaway Tariff of Tolls

be revoked and the followIng substituted therefor:

Post-Clearance Date OperatIonal Surcharges

6. If the Authority and the. Corporation so deterune, taey gay
establIsh a clearance date for the transit of taé Montreal-Lake
Ontario section. Each vessel which does flot caMply wlth the.
Conditions announcedby the Authori ty and tac Corporation In
establishlng tae clearance date may be requir.d ta pay ln
