C. Priorities on short fails an&d on încreased free markcet requirements

(6) In determinîng export quotas in effect the following priorities shal
be applied in accordance with the provisions of paragraph (7) of this Article:,

(a) The first 50,000 tons will be allotted to Cuba.
(b) The next 25,000 tons will be allotted to, Poland.
(c) The next 25,000 tonts will be allotted to, Czechoslovakia.
(d) The next 10,000 tons will be allotted to Hungary.

(7) (1) In redistributions resulting from the provisions of Articles 19 (1) (i) 1and 19(2), the Council shall give effect to the priorities listed in paragraph (6)
of this Article. ý

(ii) In distribution resulting from the provisions of Articles 18, 19(1) (ii)
and 2 1, the Council shall not give eff ect to the said priorities until the exporting
countries listed in paragraph (1) of this Article have been offereti export quota éequal to the total of their basic export tonnages, subjeet to any reductions
applied under Articles 12 and 21 and thereafter shail give effect to the said
priorties only ini so far as the said priorities have flot already been brougt I
into effevt in accordançe with sub-paragraph (i) of this paragrp.c

(iii) Reductions resulting from the application of the provisions o
Article 21 shalI be applied pro ra.ta to the basic export tonnages until th
export quoçtas in~ effect have been reduced to the total of the basic expor
tonnages plus the total of the priorities allotted due to increases in free marke
requirements for that year, alter which the priorities shail be deducted in th
reverse order and4 thereafter reductions shall be appled again pro 'rata t
