
3. <Notwithstanding the preceding provisions of this Article, the term "permanent
establishment" shaU be deemied flot to include any one or more of the
foflowing:

(a) the use of facilites uolelY for the purpose of stoa, dîsplay, or
occasiona delivery of goods or merchandise belonging to the
enterprise;

(b) flhe maintenance of a stock of goods or merchandis belonging to the
enmeprise solely for flic purpose of storage, display, or occasionai
deliver;

(c) the m1aîntenace of a matocf goods or merchandise belonging to the
enterprise, soly for thec purpose of processimg by another enterprise;

(d) the maintenance of a flxed place of business solely for the purpose of
purchasing goods or merchandise or of collecting information, for the
enterprise;

(e) flic maintenance of a fixed place of business solely for thec purpose of
advcrtising, for the supply of information, for scientific research or for
other activities which have a preparatory or auxiliary character, for the
enterprise.

4. Notwlthstanding the provisions of paragmaphs 1 and 2, where a person - other
tdm an agent cf an independent status to whom paragraph 5 applies - is acting
in a Contr-acting State on behaif cf an aiterprise cf the other Contracting State,
that enterprise shaHl be deemed to have a permanent establishment in the flrst-
mentioned State if:

(a) lic bas and habitually exercises in the flrst-mentioned State an authority
to conclude contracts on behiaif of the enterprise, uniess bis activities
are liinited to those mentioned la paragraph 3 wbich, if exercised
tbrough a flxed place of business, would not make that flxed place cf
business a permanent establishment under the provisions cf that
