in Sagkatchewsn dunn the week resulted in
rapid progress in seeding. To date, 30 to 50
per cent of the wheat Has been gseeded as com-
pared vith 83 per cent at the same time last
year. Between 15 and 20 peér cent of the coarse
grains has been s6wn and sbout 10 per cent of
“the ‘flaxseed. Warm ‘weather and ‘ample moisture.
is promoting. rapid germinstion end growth;
wheat is showing sbove ground one week aftér
seeding. The condition of fall rye and pas-
tures is good throughsut the province. Grass-
hoppers are beginning to hatch end wire worm
damage to early seeded crops ig becomng
noticeable.

Favourable ‘weathet has prevax.led generally
in Alberta during the past week. The land is
drying rapldly although corisiderable watet is
still lying in low areas. “Except:’ for'a few
sections of the province wheat seeding was
general ‘by May- 25, Séuthem end eastern dis-
tricts are well shead, but’in the west end
north- seedlng has béen henpered by ‘excess
moisture. In the Peace'River distriét, about
40 per cent of the seed:.ng kds been ‘completed,
Pastures throughout' the province are generally
good and- live gtock have coie  through the
winter in fair condition.“Tn the &outh of the
province'it is reported that, vhile no damage
from pale western cutwort l’:as occurred to
date, "it may become ‘evident ‘during the next
twp weeks., There ia some trace of grasshopper
hatch'ing but up till now.insect: problems

generdally are 'normal.’
