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which my delegation attaches to the two international
covenants and to the optional protocol. We believe that
these instruments will have a tremendous educational
impact, and that they will set the tone and direction for
the achievement of more civilized standards in the
relations between man and man and between man and the
State. I wish to conclude, Madame Chairman, by expressing
to you the gratitude of the Government of Canada for the
manner in which you have seen us through these difficult
and exceedingly important debates.
