assessment and dissemination of intelligence; and labour relations and human resource
management issues. Consequently, the legislative base set out in the two Acts will be
inadequate if the Committee’s recommendations are implemented. It will therefore be
necessary for Parliament to adopt a National Security Act. Such an Act would incorporate
the CSIS Act and the Security Offences Act, as well as whatever other legislative changes
may be required by the implementation of the Committee’s recommendations. The
adoption of such legislation would codify the rules establishing the mandates, control,
accountability, and redress mechanisms to which the security and intelligence community
would be subject.

RECOMMENDATION 117

The Committee recommends that Parliament adopt a National Security
Act, which would incorporate the CSIS Act, the Security Offences Act and
any other legislation necessitated by the implementation of the
recommendations set out in this Report.

The proposals contained in this Report build upon existing institutions and indicate
how they can be made to function more effectively. Their implementation will enable the

security and intelligence community to adapt to a rapidly changing reality. They will take
the security and intelligence community through the 1990s and beyond.
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
