In a letter which I read to the house he men-
tioned that he was allowed only $1.40 a head.
H1e bas eight ohi1dren, so that with his wife
and bimself, there are ten of a fam-ily who
have to live on $14 a month. Every bon.
mensber will realize that it is absolutely im-
possible to keep body and soul together on
such an ainount. I could cite two or three
others cases, but 1 do flot believe it would be
in order to do so at this time. Again I re-
peat: No family and certainly flot a single
man sbould be allowed to settie on the land
after the end of June. No matter bow well
administered the scheme may be, no0 one
should be allowed to go on tbe land in the
fait or winter. In the Jast two years we bave
allowed inany people to settie in the nortihern
sections in the fait or late in the suinmer and
it is impossible for those fine people to make
a suocess. On that score, however, I believe
the goveriment is well seized of the situation.

There is another case which I want the gov-
erament to understand. A flumber of those
new farme:rs who bave been taken away from
their previous occupations and thrown into a
new one are finding it impossible, even under
the SM0 scbeme, to, finance tbe buying of seed
grain so as to put in a orop on the lanld which
they cleared last year. I believe the govern-
ment out of either the equalization fund or
in some other way shouid find it possible to
get some of the surplus grain which bas been
accurnulating in tbe west for a few years and
which must deteriorate, and distribute it in
the northern section of Ontario. I have in
mind hundreds of cases of farmers and settlers
who find it impossible to put any seed into
the ground for the simple reason that they
bave not the mýoney to do so. I believe $500,-
000 would be quite sufficient to meet the
requirements -of those people. I have under
my band a newspaper dispatcb in wbicb I
read that the provincial government is send-
ing Hon. Doctor Rcdib to raake an inquiry into
the situation, and really this is praiseworthy
hecause a minister of the Ontario government
wiii find out for himself the actual situation
and will sec that some h-elp must be given.
The provincial government go fur.ther; they
Say that they are going to give to some of the
settiers who at present are on relief, from
ten to twenty busheis of seed grain. This is
a move in the right direction. I believe the
fedieral government in this back to the land
seheme sbould enlarge its policy by allowing
a sum of 5W0,000 to be voted by parliament
so that flot a single settier placed on the land
under this seheme will suifer from lack of
seed during the pre-sent season. As regards
the view that they should be self-supporting,
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we ahl know tbat on new holdings or farms,
it is impossible for th-ese people for a number
of years to makze tbe thing go with the crop
that tbey find -there. Unless 'they have some
seed grain placed in the soul this season, they
will be in a worse position next fali than they
are at the present time.

There is another matter whicb I believe
will corne under this heading, and wbicb bas a
great deai to do witih public health, par-
ticularly in the unorganized sections of our
country, especially northern Ontario and
northern Quebec. We k-now the doctors in
the organized localities are looking after the
population not only in tbe districts in which
they live but also in tbe unorganized sections.
I have in my hand a regulation issued by the
provincial government last fali wherèby it has
curtailed tbe amount that is te be paid to the
dioctors for their services, extendinig to every
section in which they are giving medicai
attention. 1 said in the house early this
session, and I repeat tbat this regulation is
actuaday prejudicial to the health of the
individual. It is very harmful to the rural
sections and every member will readily under-
stand thbat a sum of $100, where each doctor
bas to look after a population of at least
6,000 people, is ridiculous. I believe it is in
order to rend the regulation se that the house
may be fully seized with the situation. It

Regulations as to medical services and

roedical supplies. This statement is issued in
order to eiarify in the minds of the muni-
(-ipalities and the doctors the proper interpreta-
tion of the phrase "medical services and medicai
supplies" which appears in the erder in council
dated :the 19th of September, 1932.

At the outset, it must be clearly understood
that the government is net torcing any policy
iipon the nmunicipalities with regard to this
mnatter. Each nîunicipality has the right to
<lecide for itself whether it wishes to undertake
any medical services in conneetion with direct
relief, and aise as te the nature and plan of
sueh muedicai assistance.

2. As set eut in the Publie Health Act
(section 51, clauses 1, 2, 3 and 4) municipalities
are directly respeusible for the medical attend-
ance and medical supplies of their indigent
population.

This neiw regulation migbt well apply te
other sections of the province of Ontario.
The Minister of Labour is familiar with the
northern part of that province, and must
realize fully that it cannot apply to the
section of the country from which I coame. In
that part of the province there are only a
f ew organized rural districts. Most of them
are in the colonization stage, and there are
no municipal bodies to take care of them.
A doctor froma Timmins giving services in one
of the surrounding rural districts wouid find
