NATIONAL HOUSING ACT

AMENDMENT AS TO LOAN PROVISIONS CENTRAL
MORTGAGE AND HOUSING CORPORATION

Right Hon. C. D. HOWE (Minister of
Reconstruction and Supply) moved that tihe
house go into committee at the next sitting
to consider the following resolution:

That it is expedient to present a measure to
anend the National Housing Act, 1944, and
more particularly:

(1) to provide for changes in the adminis-
tration of the existing housing legislation, con-
sequent rewording of definitions and references
throughout the Act;

(2) to provide for His Majesty to join with
approved lending institutions in the naking of
loans for the construction of homes for home
owners who have a leasehold interest only in
the land upon which the home is to be built and
to take security in suc forin as nay be deemoed
necessary to protect the interest of His Majesty
and the lending institution;

(3) to lengtien the period within which a
joint loan to home owners may be repaid from
twenty years to twenty-five years;

(4) to authorize Central Mortgage and Hous-
ing Corporation on behalf of His Majesty to
enter into agreements with builders who will
undertake to build a specified number of iouses
to be financed under the National Housing Act,
1944, and to offer each such house for sale first
to veterans and tien to others. at a price not
in excess of the selling price fixed in the agree-
ment in consideration for the undertaking of

Central Mortgage and Housing Corporation to
purchase such houses from the builders within
one year from their completion if they have not
been sold;

(5) to authorize Central Mortgage and Hous-
ing Corporation to make direct loans in out-
lying areas to borrowers engaged in mining or
lumbering, to assist them to provide low or
moderate-cost housing for rent or sale to their
employees and others in the area of the opera-
tions of the borrowers with a view to making
possible increased employment in connection
with the said operations;

(6) to authorize Central Mortgage and Hous-
ing Corporation to hold, operate and manage
and lease on terms satisfactory to the minister,
real or personal property owned by His Majesty
and made available to the corporation for such
purpose, and to authorize the corporation to
collect the revenues from such properties and
to pay such revenues to the minister, less ex-
penses incurred in connection with such proper-
tics and less such compensation to Central
Mortgage and Housing Corporation as nay be
agreed upon by the mnister:

(7) to provide greater facility for the making
of joint loans for the construction on farms.

He said: His Exoellency the Governor
General, having been made acquainted with
the subject matter of this resolution, recom-
mends it to the consideration of the house.
