commission to revive now the Canadian National passen-
ger service in Newfoundland in order to make the system
truly transcontinental?

NATIONAL PARKS

SHIP HARBOUR-PREVENTION OF LAND SPECULATION

Mr. J. M. Forrestall (Dartmouth-Halifax East): Mr.
Speaker, may I direct a question to the Minister of Indian
Affairs and Northern Development. In view of wide-
spread rumours that have very serious connotations, can
he inform us whether he has consulted or will consult
with the officials of the government of Nova Scotia with
a view to taking steps to preclude land speculation in
connection with the proposed Ship Harbour National
Park?

Hon. Jean Chrétien (Minister of Indian Affairs and

Northern Development): Mr. Speaker, as far as the possi-
ble location of a park and the control of the land where
it will be are concerned, the government of Nova Scotia
has the exclusive power to take the necessary steps liable
to prevent any speculation on that land. We will have
no jurisdiction until an agreement has been signed by
the two parties.
