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gageto condud yourfeif as a faithful Minifter
of the Gofpel among them, and aifo, wherever
Providence affords you an opportunity ; keep-
ing carefully in view, that this congregation,
and the Church at lirge, be by your labours af-
fifted, in the attainment of higher degrees of
Chriftian improvement ?

9. Doyou promife to exemplify the excel
lence of Chriftian do&rine by the confcientious
performance of the duties of a lholy iife, cor-
vefponding with your ftation in the Church,
and your relations to feciety ¢

10. Do you declare that you are cordially at-
tached to the civil authorities by which this Pro-
vince is ruled ; and do you promife, according
to your flation, to give thofe proofs of loyalty
which divine authority enjoins upon fubjects to-
wards their rulers ?

11. Do you promife to fubmit yourfelf, in the
Lord, to the authority of this Prefbytery, in
fuburdination to fuperior Courts ?

And all thefe you profefs to believe, and pro-
mife, thrcugh grace, to pertorm, as you muft
aniwer to the Lord Jefus Chrift, when he comes
with all his Saints ?
