ACCESS TO MOUNT PLEASANT.
Township Connell Again Considers file 

Unesilon-Dimenltlcs iMseppeartng 
-Question of Rome Is Use Crnx.

Another attempt was made yesterday In 
the solution of the problem to obtain city 
street car accommodation to Deer Park., 
with the effect of defining the position of 
the Township Council In the mutter, to 
what might be almost considered a cer­
tainty.

After tonring the proposed route, by way 
of Avenue-road and Heath-street to longe­
st reet, the members of the Council were 
unanimously of the opinion that no obstacle 
should be placed dn the way of obtaining 
the railway communication; they were also 
of the same frame of mind as regards the 
maintenance of the railway roadbed, and 
decided that it was entirely out of the pro­
vince of the township to be responsible for 
its keeping up.

The present condition of the route showed 
the absolute necessity of some improve­
ment, and if the railway is built the tra­
veled portion of the road will be placed in 
good condition by the municipality, 
will mean considerable outlay, and in 
this the Council contend that they are do­
ing all that they can legitimately be 
to do.
