land’s dissatisfactionr with the result
of the Australasian federation. The
Premier criticizes the Comimonwealth
government and declares it has pit-
terly disappointed the strongest advo-
cates of the union, which many Aus-
tralians would gladly see dissolved.

BRITAIN WILL RECOGNIZE

LEADERS NOT DELEGATES

2

8teyn and Schalkburger Alone Have Power to Enter into Negotia-

tions for Peace, Which Must Take Piace, Notin
Europe, But in South Africa.

TEXT OF TWO MOST NOTABLE COMMUNICATIONS

London, Feb. 4—The British government replied to Dr. Kuyper, the Dutch
Premier, that, if the Boers in the field desire to negotiate for peace, negotia-
tions can be entered into, but only in South Africa. The British government
adheres to its intention not to accept the intervention of any foreign power.

The text of the reply of the British Foreign Secretary, Lord Lansdowne,

to the communication of the Netherlands is as follows:
“The Foreign Office, Jan. 29.

“8Sir,—You were good enough to lay before me, Juuuary 25, a
communication from the Netherlands government, in which it was
proposed that, with the object of bringing the war to an end, His Ma-
Jjesty’s government might grant a safe conduct to the Boer delegates
now in Holland, for the purpose of enabling them to confer with the
Boer leaders in South Africa. It is suggested that, after a conference,
the delegates might return to Europe with power to conciude a treaty
of peace with this country, and the Netherlands government in-
timated that, in this event, they might, at a later stage, be instrumen-
tal in placing the Boer plenipotentiaries in relation with plenipoten-
tiaries who might be appointed by His Majesty’s government. The
Netherlands government intimate that, if this project commends it-
self to His Majesty's government, they will enquire of the delegates
whether they are prepared to make the suggested visit to South Africa,

“It may, therefore, be inferred that the communication I received
was made on the responsibility of the Netherlands government alone,
and without authority from the Boer delegates or leaders. His Ma-
Jesty’s government have given it their best consideration, and, whilst
entirely appreciative of the motives of humanity which led the
Netherlands governmeint to make this proposal, they feel they must
adhere to the position adopted and publicly announced by them
some months after the commencement of hostilities by the Boers,
that it is not their intention to accept the intervention of any foreign
power in the South African war.

“Should the Boer delegates themselves desire to lay a request
for a safe conduct before His Majesty’s government, there is no ques-
tion why they should not do so. But His Majesty’s government ob-
viously ‘are not in a position to express an opinion on any such ap-
plication until they have received it and are aware of the precise na-
ture and ground$ whereon the request is made.

“I may, therefore, point out that it is not at present clear to His
Majesty’s government that the delegates retain any influence over
the representatives of the Boers in South Africa, or have any voice
in their councils. They are stated by the Netherlands government to
have no such letters of credence or instruction of a later dat han
March, 1900. His Majesty’s government, on the other hand,/ under-
stood that all the powers of government, including those of negotia-
tion, were now completely vested in Mr. Steyn, for the Boers of the
Orange River Coiony, and Mr. Schalkburger, for those of the Trans-
vaal. If this is so, it is evident that the quickest and most satisfac-
tory means of arranging a settlement would be By direct communica-
tion between the leaders of the Boer forces in South Africa and the
commander-in-chief of His Majesty’s forces, who has already been in-
structed to forward immediately any offers he may receive, for the
consideration of His Majesty’s government.

“In these circumstances, His Majesty’s governmenr nas decided
that if the Boer leaders should desire to enter into negotiations for
the purpose of bringing the war to an end these negotigtions must
take place, not in Europe, but in South Africa.

“It should, moreover, be borne in mind that if the Boer leaders
are to occupy time in visiting South Africa in consultiug with Boer
leaders in the fleld, and in returning to Europe for the purpose of
making known the results of their errand, a period of at least thres
months would elapse, during which hostilities would be prolonged,
and much human suffering, perhaps, needlessly occasioned.

NETHERLANDS’ SIDE OF STORY.
The text of the communication of the Dutch Minister in London to Lord

Lansdowne is as follows:

“In the opinion of the government of Her Majesty the Queen, the
exceptional circumstances in which one of the belligerent parties in
South Africa is placed, which prevent, it from communicating direct-
ly with the other belligerent, constitutes one reason for the prolonga-
tion of the war, which is still raging without pause or end, and which
causes so much misery. It is, in fact, an exceptional circumstance
that one of the belligerent, parties is completely shut in and separated
from the rest of the world, and that the Boer representatives in Eu-
rope are deprived of all means of communication with the general
commanding their forces. The difficulty thus arises that the author-
ities who ought to negotiate for the Boer side are divided into two
sections, which are deprived of all means of deliberating together.
It is evident that the Boer delegates in Europe can do nothing be-
cause they do not know the state of affairs in Africa, and that the
Boers in the fleld are’ obliged to abstain from taking. any steps be-
cause they are not cognizant, of the state of affairs in Europe. More-
over, the delegates in Europe are bound by their letters of creaence,
which were drawn up in March, 1900, which bind them so strictly to
the independence of the republics that they could not even be per-
mitted to accept the re-establishment of the status quo ante bellum
if a mode of settling disputes which might arise were not laid down
at the same time.

“These circumstances give rise to a question whether the offer
of good offices could not be usefully made by a neutral power in or-
der to render at least, possible, negotiations which otherwise could
not be opened. For this reason, it would be important to ascertain
whether it would be agreeable to the Britannic government to make
use of the good offices of a neutral power. If such good offices are
confined to the task of placing in communication negotiators to be
appolntgd by the two parties, the Holland government might, perhaps,
be considered as indicated for the performance of {his task, seeing
that the Boer delegates are in Netherland territory and accredited to
that government alone. If His Britannic Majesty’s government should
agree to this view, the government of Her Majesty the Queen would
have to inquire of the Boer delegates whether they are willing to pro-
ceed to South Africa and deliberate with the Boer leaders on the
spot, returning to Europe after a stay of fixed length, say a fortnight,
armed with adequate, full powers providing for all eventualities, and
authorizing them to conclude a treaty of peace which should bind ab-
solutely both the Boers in Europe and the Boers in Africa.

“In the event of an afirmative reply, it would be necessary for
His Britannic Majesty’s government to hand the Netherlands gov-
ernme'_nt three saf'e conducts, permitting the Boer delegates to pro-
ceed freely to Africa, remain there freely for the time agreed upon,
anq'return freely to Europe. It would further be necessary for the
British government to allow the use of a telegraph code, with the
view of appointing a place where the delegates would meet the Boer
leader.s. On their return, the Netherlands government could place
them in communication with the plenipotentiaries appointed for that
purpose by His Britannic Majesty’s government, and would willingly
und.ertake to place at the disposal of these gentlemen the accommo-
dation necessary for their meetings. The Netherlands government
would then consider their task at an end.

“It is quite evident that negotiations thus begun might lead to
no re'sult.‘ But tl“.e possibility, on the contrary, is aiso not excluded
and in thlg condltjon of affairs it appears desirable to endeavor to
open negotxatiqns in the hope that they may be successful and face
a diﬂiculty, w'hlch‘ exists for all belligerent parties, of taking the first
step in this direction, and it might be useful that a third party should
undertake the matter and serve as an intermediary. :

Ownership.

STATE SHOULD CONTROL RAILWAYS

Declares That no One Shomld Des-
pise of Ignore the Progres-
sive Movement,

Mr. Pattullo, the Liberal member
from North Oxford, in a speech in the
legislature yesterday came out wun-
equivocally in favor of municipal own-
ership,

The history of railway development
in Canada, he said, in commencing,
was a record of serious mistakes,
which had cost the people of Canada,
millions of dollars. The C.P.R. would
have done far more for the country,
he maintained, if it had been built
48 a government enterprise, and been
now owned by the people. He was
one of thos¢ who a few years ago
wished to see the Rainy River Rail-
way. built by the governments of the
Dominion, Manitoba. and Ontario as a
body in trust for the people. If this
had been done amd the Canada-At-
lantic afterwards acquired by the Do-
minion government, the railway situa-
tion would now be very different from
what it is.

Suppress Charter Mongers.

The people were now looking for we-
lief to electric railways, but there was
a danger of those lines falling into
the hands of corporations also. This
should not be allowed, and the charter
manager, whose object was merely to
secure charters and hand them over
to big corporations, should be sup-
pressed by legislation.

Further on in his speech Mr. Pat-
tullo said there was a very strong

in favor of muni¢ipal and government
control or ownership of public utilities.
No one could ignore or despise this
movement, and the legislature should
be respomnsive to the progressive idea
and demands of the day instead of
wasting time discussing dead issues. |
The Big Question.

A big question before the House was
the terms and conditions on which
electric franchises should be granted
to private corporations, and what
effect those powers would have in the
service of taxation of the people in
the years to come. It was in rela-
tion to public franchises, the rights and
privileges given to private individuals
and to corporate bodies that the legis- |
lature had a chance of rendering the
highest public service to the country
and to those who would be the tax-
payers in the coming years. In Bri- |
tain, it was 'seen that thru the munici- |
pal control of public utilities several
of the greatest cities were able to
relieve their citizens of almost the
entire burden of taxation. It might
have been the same in Canada.

We must now choose be-
tween railway control and state owner-
‘sUp gand managemqf of railways
There is danger that instead of the
state controlling and regulating our
railways in future, the railways will
control and regulate the state. But
we must make an effort in the right
dirdction. We cannot tetdace our |
steps, or- get back probably what has!
