RURAL CREDIT SCHEME
RAISES MANY DOUBTS
_IN MEMBERS’ MINDS

Legislature . Hears = Explana-
tion of Minister of Agricul-
ture, But Spars for Further
Time to Consider the Pro-
posal—Banks Approve the
Idea—Province Should Not
Be Burdened With Liabil-
ity.

The government’s proposals regard-
ing the establishment of g system of
rural credits was the sole topic for
debate at last night's sitling of the
legislaturé. Hon., Manning Doherty,
who is sponsoriag the scheme, brought
forward his resolutions. which were
considered in -committee, that $500,000
be set apart for the purchase of
bonds to be issued to provide capital
for the promotion of agricultural de-
velopment by means of loans on farms
on first mortgages. The minister was
kept busy all night answering ques-
tioas directed at him from all quarters
of the house, ]

It would seem from the general dis-
cussion that the house as a whole has
not a particularly intimate knowledge
of the subject of rural. credits, and
that consequently they are moving
gingerly in the matter. Meanwhile
the insistence that more time be given
for coasideration is general. The re-
port of the special committee on the
subject was declared to be too aca-
demic to be of any great assistance
and because the government’'s' measure
was practically the same as the one
in force in Manitoba the report might
just as well not have been made.

The upshot of the whole discussion
was the passage by the committee
of the resolutiong and the bills were
Ziven second readings and referred
to a special committee.

BELGIUM TO PAY
IN GERMAN BONDS

Wilson Recommends to Con-
gress That Debt to U. S.
Be Thus Liquidated.

\Vashin‘gton,' Feb. 22. — Enactment
of legislation . authorizing the TUnited
States treasury department to accept
German bonds in full payment of
Belgium’s debt to the United States
contractéd before the signing of the
armistice was recommendad te con-
gress today by President Wilson. The
total of this debt was placed at $171,-
780,000 with interest from AprxlA 15,
Including sums advanced since
tse armistice, -however, B&;lgiu.m
owes the United «States approximefe-
ly $343,445,000. .

In submitting his recommendation,
Mr. Wilson transmitted a copy of. an
agreemant entered into with Belg{um
by the British and French premiers
and himself to recommend to their
respective governments that special
Gérman bonds be delivered to there-
parations commission be accepted in
an amount corresponding to the sums
which Belgium had borrowed from
the United States, Great Britain and
France prior to the armistice.

This agreement was drawn and
signed at Paris on June 16, 1919, and
was addressed to M. Hymans, Bel-
gian minister for foreign affairs. Mr.
Wilson said that “for wvarious rea-
sons” ‘the agreement was not embod-
ied in the treaty of peace.

The reparations commission, con-
gress was .informed, has not as yet
finally determined the details of the
issuance of the recess bonds by the
German government, but Mr. Wilson
said that “in view of the approach-
ing termination of my administration
I have brought this matter to your
attention, hoping that suitable action
may be taken at the appropriate
time.”

Belief that the prescription filled
for Misg Ethel Resnick, 291 Augusta
avenue, on Saturday night, Feb. 12,
called for barium sulphurette instead
of barium sulphate, a harmless in-
soluble salt. taken preparatory to
X-ray operations, to be used as a de-
pilatory, was the statement made by
Frank Caswell, proprietor of the
People's Drug Store, at the corner of
Spadina and Nassau sireets, at thg
inquest held on her body last night.
Caswell sald he had never heard of
barium sulphate, waich was what the
prescription called for, and after ¢on-
ferring with "his assistant, Goxdon
Levack, 198 College stréel, uecided
that barium sulphurette had been
meant by Dr. Pollock, who wnote it,
and filled it, giving it to her hus-
band with fatal results the next day.

Mrs. Resnick took the dose, a few
grains of which was enough to cause
death, in milk the next morning, and
altho given antidotes by the doctors
called to the home and in Toronto
General Hospital, she died Sundawn
night after violent spasms of vomit-
ing, followed by extreme difficulty in
speech and final unconsciousness.

Federal Order-in-Council Pub-
lished—Early Applica-
tions to Stand.

OLD COMPANIES STAY

Ottawa, Feb. 22.—(By Canadian
Press).—Two important amendments
to the new woil regulations governing
the Mackenzie district fields were ap-
proved by the privy council today.
The first provides that companies in-
corporated, other than under part one
of the companies act. prior to the
pessage of the new regulations, may
continue to operate. The second
states - that applications received at
the department of the interior, prior
tc the issuing of the new regulations,
will be dealt with in accordance with
the old regulations.

Affects Firms Now Incorporated.

Section 44 of the new regulations
provided that companies acquiring by
lease. assignment or otherwise, a per-
mit or lease mMust be incorporated un-
der part ohe of the companies’ act,
which provides that shares or capi-
tal stock must be without a nominal
or par value. After this regulation
was approved, it was dispoverqd that
companies had been incorporated and
issued stock, with a nominal . valye,
under the provisions of the prior reg-
uiations or had made other commtts
ments in connection with their nights.
To meet this situation section 44 was
amended to permit companies, in-
corporated otherwise than under part
one of the companies’ act, which
establish to the satisfaction of the
minister of the interior that they ac-
quired their rights under the prior
regulations to petroleum and natural
gas locations in the northwest terri-
tcries.

COUNCIL OF LEAGUE—

Paris, Feb. 22.—The council of the
League of Nations, at this morning's
meeting, considered the question of
application of the blockade to recal-
citrant nations under the league cove-
aant when tHe need for economic
measures might arise.

Archbishop of Canterbury in
Lords Condemns Outrages
and Reprisals.

London, Feb. 22.—The Archbishop
of Canterbury in the ‘house of lords
today vigorously condemned the Sinn
Fein “campaign of murder‘and out-
rage” in Ireland and also the repris-
als taken by the crown forces, The
archbishop demanded fuller .informa-
tion concerning incidents in Ireland.

He
added that Sir Hamar Greenwood, the
Irish secretary, in the house of com-
mons, had paid tribute to the char-
acter of the Royal ‘Irish constabulary,
but that he had “skated lightly over”
the subject of the auxiliaries,

Lord Buckmaster, the Earl of Den-
bigh and the Bishop of Winchester,
supported the archbishop’'s demand for
fuller information. The “lord cham-
berlain, in replying, said that every-
thing, possible was being done to give
the full facts to the public.

Will Bar German Shipments
Of Munitions to Argentina

London, Feb. 22.—The allied control
commissions in Germany will pro-
hibit shipments of war materials
from Germany to Argentina of any
other neutral country if such ocoun-
tries persist in trying to buy muni-
tions. This announcement’ was made
in British official circles here today.

It was stated that despite the reply
of Argentina to the allied . reminder
that the Vensailles treaty prohibits

In  the controversy over the to-
baces tariff, Senator MoLean, Repub-~
lican, Connecticut, appeared before
the conferees in behalf of the senate
amendments. Senator Jones, Republi-
can, Washington. also made a state-
ment in support of the proposed tar-
i on apples, and the conferees agreed
to strike from the apple rate clause
a provision referring directly to Can-
adian apples, planning to make the
provisions general to awvoid giving of-
fence to Canada.

Senator McNary, Republican, Ore-
can, also appeared in support of the
scnate amendment imposing a duty of

Ifour cents a pound on cherries, a rate

said to be equivalent to $1.85 per
bushel as compared wity 25 cents im-
posed by the Payne-Aldrich law.

SHOE AND TEXTILE
TRADE PICKING UP

The police were notified and con-
stables soon lined the walls of the
restaurant. When the men left the
police rounded up those who seemed
to be ringleaders. i

to another raid on Monday afternoon
on the Capital lunch. room, St. Law-
rence boulevard, which followed a
visit - of the unemployed to the city
hall demanding unemploymgnt doles,
a demand which was refuséd by the
city hall authorities.
