if the post office management had introduced modemn industri-
ai relations practices into the post office department at the
time when the decisian was made ta move rapidly inta
mechanization and automation, 1 move, seconded by the bon.
member for Esquimalt-Saanicb (Mr. Munro):

That the government immediately set up a joint parliamentary committee
similar to the committee that studied the 250 recommendations for improvernent
in employer-employee relations in the Public Service, a situation that has been
further exacerbated by the government's failure to, act on the Finkelman
committee report, to examine in depth the Canada post office and to recommend
solutions for the current criais which has resulted je deteriorating service, a
breakdown in labour management relations with the CUPW and the problems
with mechanization and automation ini the Toronto area that have been playing
havoc with mail service throughout Metro Toronto and across Canada.
