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MARITIME BOARD OF T ;
RUNNING RIGHTS TO SYONEY FOR C.P.R. -
‘ TROL OF BRANCH ROADS

AND I.

The business sessions of the Maritime
Board of Trade were brought to a close
about 1.30 today, and this afternoon the
visitors are the guests of the $t. John
board at a sail on the river. They will
go to Evandale on the steamer Victoria,
where supper will be served and a re-
turn to the city will be made about 10
o’clock this evening.

The officers elected for the ensuing year
are as follows:

President, A. M. Bell, Halifax; First
Vice-Pres., Hon. G. E. Hughes, P. E. L;
Second Vice-Pres., W. B. Snowball, Chat-
ham; Secretary, E. A. Saunders, N. S.;
Permanent Sec., C. M. Creed, Halifax;
Auditor, M. G. DeWolfe, Kentville.

It was also decided that $25 be added
to the salary of Secretary Creed.

It was decided the next annual meet-
ing should be held at Halifax.

A vote of thanks was tendered to the
St. John board of trade for courtesies
extended to the visiting delegates.

Rev. Father Burke paid a-high tribute
of praise to the retiring president W. S.
Fisher, who he said was one of the most
capable officers the board ever had. He
moved a vote of thanks to him for his
efforts which was seconded and. carried
by an unanimous standing vote, and the
singing of ‘“for he’s a jolly good fellow,”
and hearty cheers. .

Mr. Fisher made a brief reply, thank-
ing the members. 5

The L. C. R. and Branch Lines

On the meeting being called to order E.
H. Armstrong presented the resolution
on the matter of the I. C. R. taking over
branch lines in the -maritime provinees.
The committee appointed "yesterday had
erafted the resolution and he thought
it would be naw satisfactory to all.

Hon. Wm. Pugsley said he thought there
was no resolution which had come before
the board that was more important than
the one which they were now discussing.
He thought a strong and representative
committee should be appointed to see the
local governments and urge this matter
upon them as well as upon the federal
government. It was also, he thought, no
more than right that the governments of
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick should
have their subsidies to these branch lines
returned to them.

W. S. Loggie, M. P. spcke in favor of
the resolution and said he thought the I.
C. R. should take over these branch lines.
He endorsed the suggestion of Dr. Pugs-
ley that a committee should be appointed
to see the government in the matter. The
resolution was then unanimously adopted
as follows.

Resolved, that in the opinion of this
maritime board of trade it would be great-
ly in the public interests and to the ad-
vantage of the Intercolonial Railway if
the federal government were to acquire
by purchase or lease the railways of west-
ern Nova Scotia, and also the branch lines
connecting with the I. C. R. in Nova Sco-
tia and New Brunswick and to operate
them as part of the Intercolonial system
and that the government be urged to take
the necessary steps to acquire euch rail-
ways provided the same can be purchas-
ed or leased on reasonable terms based
not merely on the original cost but also on
the earning power of the lines.

Following Dr. Pugsley's suggestion A.
M. Bell of Halifax moved that a commit-
tee should be appointed to confer with the
government to carry out the suggestion
outlined in the resolution. The commistec
should consist of ten members, five from
each province. .

The motion was carried. W. B. Snowball
suggested that o nominating committee of
four, two from each province be appointed
to select the committee. This was second-
ed by Mr. Morrisey and carried.

Running Rights Over L. C. R.

Hector McDougall, of Sydney, intro-
duced a resolution dealing with*the C. P.
R. and other roads having the right to
run over the I. C. K. in connection with
through navigation to Sydney.

He said that it had been shown that
the mails could be landed at Sydney much
quicker than at any other maritime port,
and it would be greatly to their advantage
to allow the C. P. R. to have running
rights over the I. C. R. from St. John to
Sydney.

The resolution was not intended to in-
terfere with shipping business of St. John
or Halifax. 1t was unly to have the mails

Sydney.
M. J. Dewolfe, of Kentville, seconded
the resolution.
¥. Hatheway called attention
to the fact that a few words shculd be

running rights were desired for transporta-
tion of ‘“mails and passengers.” Mr.
Hatheway thought they should have more
information as toc what was meant by
“running rights.”

W. B. Snowball thought passengers
would object to having a stop made for
mails. He had heard many complaints
about loss of time by boats calling at
Derry, and he thought the same trouble
would be experienced at Sydney.

Mr. McDougall claimed that passengers
could land at Sydney the same time the
mails were put off, and so reach their
destination more quickly.

Mr. Loggie thought the resolution should
be divided into two sections, one dealing
with ‘the landing of mails, in which he
thought all would concur, and the other

M. G. DeWolfe thought that both Hali-
fax and St. John were interested in this
question, and they should ‘stand up like
men and say where they stood.

G. S. Campbell, Halifax, said the Hali-
fax board had endorsed the proposal to
land mails at Sydney. The maritime
provinces were treated in a scandalous
manner, as regarded the mails, only get-
ting their mail after 24 hours, instead of
at once, in .a  maritime port. Proper
facilities, he thought, should be given the
C. P. R. to enable them to distribute the
maile as quickly as possible, by making
a reasonable arrangement for running
rights over the I. C. R.

H. J. Logan, M. P., thought there were
too many whereas’s in the resolution. He
might agree with the resolution, but he
could not agree with all the whereas’s.
He thought other roads should be
allowed to have running rights over the
I. C. R. He would support the résolution
because he believed it was good for the
maritime provinces, and would be good
for the'I. C. R.

After eome further discussion, the
resolution was adopted as follows:—

The Resolution

“Whereas several experiments have been
made in the transfer of the English mails
to and from Canada at Sydney Harbor.

‘““And whereas these experiments have
demonstrated beyond doubt that by’ the
Sydney route the English and European
mails can be delivered to, all points in
Canada earlier- than by-auy.-other route.

“And whereas it is the general belief
that the Canadian Pacific Railway Com-
pany as well as the Allan Company are
opposeéd to the landing and embarking of
mails and passengers at Sydney and prefer
during the navigation of the St. Lawrence
landing mails and passengers at Quebec.

“And whereas it is inconsistent with
reason that Canada should continte to
subsidise a mail and passenger service to
run- parallel with the government system
of railway over a distance of some 800
miles and thereby delay for many hours
the delivery of mails.

“And whereas the maritime provinces
are deeply interested in the ‘landing of
mails and passengers at Sydney ruring the
season of St. Lawrence navigation and
until such time as a more permanent and
and definite service is established.

“And whereas the C. P. R. system is
more closely interested and connected with
this traffic than any other in Canada the
Sydney board of trade after due conmsid-
eration express the opinion that the priv-
ilege of running rights over the Intercol-
onial from St. John to Syvdney to the C.
P. R. would gréatly facilitate the adop-
tion of the Sydney route. 2

“Therefore resolved that this Maritime
Board of Trade recommend the granting of
such running rights for mails and passen-
gers to the C. P. R. from St. John to
Sydney.

“Further resolved that this board re-
affirm the resolution passed at the annual
meeting last year at Amherst recom-
mending the government of Canada to in-
sist on all mails to and from Canada by
the St. Lawrence to be transferred at
Sydney.”

Mr. Miller on Immigration

At this point the president called upon
C. A. Duff Miller, agent-general of New
Brunswick in London, to address the
gathering, and Mr. Miller talked interest-
ingly of his work in the old country to
turn immigration this way.

He thought district committees should
be appointed to keep the agents-general
informed as to vacant farms, etc. More
advertising  should be done on the other
side, and the immigration deparftment 'of
the government should spend more on im-
migration to the maritime provinces.

He raferred to the Elinor Home Farm
scheme, and said he thought it would not
bz very long before many of these homes
would be distribuied in New Brunswick
and Nova Scotia.

He spoke also oh the matter of the ex-
port of pulp wood

H. B. Schofield, St. John, spoke on the
development of trade between Canada
and the West Indies.

West Indian Trade

Mr. Schofield presented the following
resolution which was adopted:

“Resolved that the interchange of matur-
al prodycts between €anada and the Brit-
ish West Indies with British Guiana
should be encouraged in every possible
way by preferential tariff in both coun-
tries, by the establishment at a seaboard
of jobbing houses to handle export and
and 'by a more frequent
steamship connection as soon as possible.”

Mr. Schofield also submitted the fol-
lowing' resolution which was seconded by
A. M. Bell, of Halifax, and carried:

“Resolved that the Maritime Board of
Trade approves of the exchange of visits
between boards of trade in Canada and
Chambers of Commerce and Agricultural
societies in the West Indies and British
Guiana and extends & hearty invitation to
these bodies in the various communities
of the West India ‘Islands and British
Guiana to visit Canada at the earliest op-
portunity.”

On motion of Rev. Fr. Burke a vote of
thanks was tendered to the West India
delegates. Y

P. E. I. Wants Cheaper Freight

Hon. Geo. E. Hughes, of Charlottetown,
submitted a resolution asking that he gov-
ernment be reques to equalize the
three short hauls system: of transportation
of P. E. Tsland with the continuous haul
of the other provinces, with which it is
in competition; and further resolved that
Prince Edward Island be placed on the
same basis as to import and export ‘rates
to and from ports outside of Canada as
are accorded to the other provinces of the
dominion; and whereas steamboat pas-
senger rates to and from the province of
Prince Edward Island are excessive.

“Therefore Resolved that this Maritime
Board of Trade respectfully urge upon the
government the necessity of adjusting such
steamship rates, whether on government
boats or those subsidized by the govern-
ment, so as to permit the island province
the minimum rates, mile per mile, charg-
ed by the dominion of railways.”

This was seconded by J. E. Birch of Al-
berton and carried.

I. C. R. Improvements

H. J. Logan, M. P., moved that:

‘“Whereas the lack of sufficient rolling
stock on the I. C. R. is the cause of great
inconvenience and loss, to patrons of that
road and seriously impairs ite earning
power.

‘“Therefore resolved; that this board
strongly urges the railway department to
purchase as soon as possible sufficient ad-
ditional rolling stock to meet the rapidly
increasing traffic along the line.

E. B. Elderkin seconded this resolution
which was carried. Mr. Logan also sub-
mitted the following resolution which was
seconded by A. M. Bell of Halifax and
adopted:

“Whereas the portions of the I. C. R.
between Moncton and Halifax and be-
tween Moncton and St. John are under
the N. T. Ry. contract to form part of a
transcontinental railway system.

“And whereas the curves and grades on
these portions of the line owing to the
location of the road in many cases are
severe and excessive. -

“And whereas the increasing business
will cause a congestion of traffic on a
single track.

“Therefore resolved that in the opinion
of this board steps should be taken at
once by changing route where necessary, by
reducing curves and grades and by dou-
ble tracking to put these portions of ‘the
I. C. R. in a proper condition to become
part of a great transcontinental railway
system.

The P. E. L. Tunnel

Rev Father Burke, of P. E. 1., was the
next speaker, and the popular Island cler-
gyman made a strong plea in re-affirma-
tion of the resolution favoring the build-
ing of a tunnel to P. E. I. This scheme,
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which has been set forth by Rev. Father
Burke at several previous ineetings of the
board, was well handled on this occasion
Eby%e speaker.
