Beg leave to report as follows :—

That from a careful perusal of the examinations
taken, although thers mny be some doubl as to the
particalar building in which tho Fire originated,
there is no doubt in the: mind of your Commines,
‘that tire Fire was purely accidental.  And althongh
they lament the mugnitude of the loss oceusioned by
"this calamity, they have sull cause of congratuia
und thunkfuluess that the foul enime of hicendiarism
caunot in this instance be charged upon this com
wunity. .

. Your Committea are sutisfliod lhnlAlho statement
contained in his Worship’s Keport of the bad siute
f the Hose, and the quantity of new Hose rsquired
s correct, although they are of opinion that s wuch
emaller sum thun thut mentioned by his Worship
would supply the deficiency. :

It is certuinly a matter of vitul importanceto this
community, that the Fire Departmert rhould be
nnde as perfect and elfective in all its parts as pus
sible, and constantly kept in that stute.

It will be - remembered thag tnis Board, aware of
1his necessity, and anxious to make provison for
the samo, upplied 10 the legislature ot their lust ses-
sion, for a Luw to make nn assessment on thy inha
bitante for this indispensable object. I theiwr appli-
cation 1o the Legislatnre for this Law, they stated
their want of neans to supply the waterials requisi
or to wake the repairs thus required on ithe Fire
apparatus,  But the Legislature regardiess of the
phimary importance ol this most necessary work,
were pleased 10 place it in a secondary puint of
view ; and althongh they passed an Act authorizing
the assesment, they coupled it with a condition that
‘I'hree Hundred, Pounds should first be nssessed ou
the Inhabitants for tho payment of luterest to the
Saint John Water Company. (8 Vic. cap. (8.)

1t i3 annecessary fur your Commiltes 1o advent
10 the discrepancies between the lust mentioned Law
and the Law it was designed to enforce or inflict on
this community (7 Vic, cap. 13.) whercby the pub.
lic ut large were intended 1o bo tuxed (0 make up
the losses or for the benclit of a private Compuny
T'hie injustice and illegaliy of the measurs are now
(your Committee believe) apparant to the members
ol the Legislature lhammh"c!, and the impossibility
of earrying it inlo operutisn, is ubvious o every
individuat, :

While your Commitiee deeply deplore the posi
tion in which this board s placed by the improper

sanisfaction of knowing thut they have done sl in
L power to remedy the evil ; and that the heavy |
responsibility of thwartivg or frustrating their mey- |
usures rests on the Provineial L ature. : ’
Your C i T is thut an ot
Lie made of the cost of the new Hose requiréd, and
1150 the expense of repuiring all the Lose now ou
tinnd, that can be mnde serviceable ; and that appi

going documents to two acts of the Pro-
vincial Legislature, it is here deemed
necessary more patticularly to notice their
provisions,

Ist, The Act 7 Vict. cap. 43.  The pre-
amble of this Act states in substance that
“the Suint John Water Company has
proved highly beneficial to the Public—
and has been the means under Providence
of preserving the said city from alost
total destruction ; and it is therefose just
and reasonable that property thereby de-
riving benefit from tho said company,
should in future ve made liable to contri-
bute towards the charges and expences of
establishing, upliolding, and preserving
thie same.”

The 2d section, enacts that the Common
Council shall ** once in every year, be-
tween the first day of April and first day
of June, order a rate and assessment of a
sum not to exceed the sum of Three Han-
dred pounds, to be made upon the owner
or owners ol every Store, House, Out-
tlouse, or other Building, situated at the
castern side of tho Harbour of the suid
city.”

By the preamble it is stated to bw just
and reasouable ** that property thereby
deriving benefit from the "N ater Company
should be made liable to contribute to the
charges of the same,” but the Common
Council think it unjust and unreasonable
that every Store, House, Out-house, &c
al the eastern side of the harbour should
bo taxed for this purpose, most ef which
can derive no benelit from the Water Com-
pany's works for many years to come.
We are aware that it has been stated that
the whole city is interested in the preser-
vatien of every part thereof, but to this it
might with equal justice be answered,
that the whole Province is interested in
the preservation of the City, and thereforo
the whole provincée should be taxed for
the support of the Water Company.

2d. The Act 8th Vie. cap. 63, This
Act was passed to enable the Common
Council to levy cu Assessment not ex-
ceeding £250 per annum, for the express
purpuse of keeping tho IMive apparatus in
good repair, - But here also the influence
and interest of the Water compuny was
predominant, at the serious risk and ex-
pence of the city. Dy the 2nd section it
13 provided ** that no rates or assessments
shall at any time be made under the au-
thovity ot this Act, until the Common
Council shall have ordered the annual
rate and assessment for the sum of £300,
and no more, as directed and required by
the sceond section of an Aet.” (7th Vie.
Cap. 43, already adverted to.)

Lere wo would notice the glaring dis-
crepancies or inconsistencies  existing
between these two Acts, By the first
mentioned Act the sumto be assessed is
not to exceed £300, so that the Common
Council could have complied with the
strict lettor of the Act by ordering an as-
sessinent of Five pounds, if they had thot!
proper to do so; and by the second Act
they must order an assessment of ** £300,
and no more” ; but let it be remembered
it must be no less.

The attempt to coerce the Common
Couuncil with this measure, in the manner
above shown, is considerod by that body
unjust, and unconstitutional.  1f it is just
or legal, why does not a mandamus issue
to compel the Common Council to carry
it into eflect, and not let it remain as at
present a dead leiter on the Statute Book.
We will venture to assert thut no such
species of legislation occurs in the annals
of any other British colony.

It has been stated that a heavy respon-

cation be mmade to the ‘U'rnstees for the money neces
«a1y to pay for the samo.  Aud il the money cannol
Lis obtaimed from this source, then that an appeal
L2 made to the Public—conkident that such an appeal |
1o this community, under all the circwingtances ol |
liw pressing emergency, cannol by made 1n vain,

for not having ordered this assessment,—
but we hope an unprejudiced public will
place this responsibility whero it of right
Lelongs, that is on the Legislature. They
have \'nluully told us, we know your wants
—we know your inability to supply these
wants——we know that these are indispen-
sable necessuries of vital importance to
the sufety of the city—but the ay may
burn, or shall burn, unless you first assess
€300 to ** defray the aunual legal inter-
est on the Invested Capital of the Suint
Jolin Water Company.” (Sge “th Vie
Cap. 43. Sec. 6.)

We believe a majority of the Common
Couneil would assent to an enactment,
authorising an assessment ou all property
within a reasouable distance of the extent
of the Water Company’s mains, to enable
that Coumpany to extend their works—
this would be taxing all whe derive any
benetit from the said works—But as al-

ready stated, we think it unjust and un-

reasonable to tax the whole community
for this object. We acknowledge the|
benefits derived from the Water Compa-
ny's works on several occasions, but we
are not aware that they have made any
great sacrifices in rendering such services,
neither aan we consider them gratuitous ;
by Law they are bound to furnish a supply
of water in cases of fire, and for this they
have the privilego of opening the strects,
to lay down and extend their works.—
They have received an equivalent, aud
are therefore only doing their bounden
duty.

Iu conclusion, we would inform the
citizens generally, that the estitate fur-
nished by the Chief Engincer of the cost
of 1000 feet of new Hose, repairing the
old Iose, Engines, &c., is upwards of
£360, without taking iutv account the ex-
pense of any new I'he Pluegs that might
be thought necessary to be placed in va-
rious parts of the city. "o obtuin £250
towards this expence, e, must tax the
citizens in the sum of £350—£300 of
which by Law must go towards paying
the interest on the invested capital of the
Water Company.

Our wants, and the emergency of our
case, i3 now before the public, and we
have now no other resource but in this
appeal to that public. By the words of
the Act, the assessment should have been
made between tho 1st Apriland 1st June,
consequently the assessment cannot be
made this year,

It the Common Council have taken a
wrong view of this case, we hope they
will receive such an expression of public
opinion as will convinee them of that error;
but if they are right, they will natwmally
expect to be sustained in their opinion ;
and the Legislature will then be taught to
remedy io their next Session, the serious
evils they heve thus created.

Dearn oF Jupse Srorv.—We have the pain-
fitl cuty to announce the death of Joseph Story,
LD, one of the Justices of the U. 8. Suprene
Court. He expired at Lis residence in Cambridge
on Wednesday evening. His disease was stoppage
of the intestines, or strangulation.—Judge Story
was 63 years of age. He was graduated at [Tar-
vard University in 1792; he entered early into the
practice of' the law, in ISssex County ; Le was ap-
pointed in 1211, by President Madison, to the high
Judicial station in wiich he has so much distin-
guished hinself'; and for a number of years past
he has beenat the head of the Law School in Har-
vard University.

The remains of Judge Story were interred at
Monut Auburn on Friday.

A full meeting of the members of the Suffolk
Bar took place at Bostor, on Friday, on the ot
sion of the death of Judge Story.” Chicf Justice
Shaw was called to the chair, who communicated
to the meeting, in appropriate langnage, the loss
which the Barand the community Lud sustained in
the loss of the deceased Judge.

Mg. Wessreraddressed the Chair in substance
as tollows :

We have just heard from you, sir, a confirmation
of the golemn fuct, which we had previously heard
through othicr channels of intelligence, and which
has drawu together the whole Sutfolk Bar, and all
connected with the Couits of this County, to testify
their sense of the loss which they have” sustainad.
It has drawn from his retirement that vene
man (Judge Davis) whom we all respeet and Lo-
nor, who was for thirty vears the associate of the
deceased upon the Bench.

It is true that speculators have bought freely, as
will be seen on reference to our report ; but thig
is only a natural course, to be expected now that
the harvest is considered secure.

‘I'he weather during the last few days has been
nearly all that can be desired. The change scemg
miraculous. 'The warm weather, we rejoice to sny,
has set in with every prospect of continuance, and
just in time tosccurea good harvest. During the
last ten days the mercury has become steady, the
sun has shene out gaily, there has been considera-

pearances continue, with every prospect of perma-
nency. In many parts of the country—in the south-
ern districts especially—reaping is general, and, in
the course of the present week, the sickle will be
more orless in operation over these islands. That
some damage has been done to the crops from the
continuous wet and the want of warmthall the ac-
counts admit, but it is not of a nature ‘o cause
much anxiety, In despite, however, of all this, a
cousiderable importation of foreign grain will be
necessary, to mix with the soft and inferior quali-
ties of the present yeur; and those who have spe-
culated early will find a good account in their en-
terprise. Butso many fortunes have been lost
during the last three or four years—so many of the
* rogues in grain” have been lured to ruin by their
boldness in auticipating the course of nature and
braving the jumps ¢fthe sliding scale—that & s
questionable whether, when the danger was immi-
nent, when the * woll” really did appear, they had
courage to actin a manner becoming the emergen-
cy.  The law of the land has made speculation in
* bread stuffs” doubly perilous ; for the ordinary
caleulations of commereial sagacity are frequently
baflled by the proverbial fickleness of our climate,
and the judgment and foresight which are applied
to other branches of trade not unfrequently lead in
this, ignus futuus like, to the slough of destruction.
Those who speculate largely in corn must make up
their minds, like a desperate gamester, to stake all
upoua throw. [n this point of view, the famine
from which we have escaped, and which another
fortnight's bad weather would certainly have con-
summated, may do good, by fixing public execra-
tion more intensely upon a systen that makes it

impossible for the British merchant to pursue a safe
and legitimate business with distant countries in
the first necessary of life, reduces commerce to
the degradation of reckless gambling, and deranges,
at the same tine, one of ths most beneficial ordi-
nations of nature—a fair exchange of the products
of one clime for those of another.

‘That no great amount of speculation has been
going forward, in the corn trade, with our more iin-
mediate neighbours in the Baltie, is evideut from
the uncxeited state of ihe Money matket, which
has hardly Leen ruffied of late. Whatever is
brought from the Continent must be paid for in
lard gold, as the demand is irregular, and confined
to scasons of uncertaintly like the present. The
Bank returns, the rate of intereston the best bills
at 24 to 3 per cent., and the abundance of money,
even in the fuce of the gigantic railway specula-
tions and investments, show that the corn factors
have been looking further than Germany for thel
supplies.

Madugascar.—1n the beginning of May fast Rana-
valo Manjaka, the Queca of Mud wear, issued
orders that all the Emglish and French residing in
her dominions should, within eleven d s, become
her subjects, by faving themselves registered and
naturalised as Malagaches, or that they should
immediately quit the island.  On receipt of this
intelligence the Governor of the M uritius, Sir
William Gamm, despatched her Majesty’s schoon-
er Thunder with the information to the Adimiral of
the station at the Cape of Good tHope, giving the
captain instructions Lo touch on his way at Tam-
atave, and to tell the terrified forcigners there that
the British Governor of the Mauritius and the
French Governor of Bourbon would, without delay,
send succonr to then.  The Thunder sailed from
the Mauritius on the 5th of June, and her Majes-
ty’s ship Conway proceeded to ‘Tamatave on the
7th, and the Governor of Bourbon sent the French
ships of war Zclee and Berecau to meet the Con-
way. It appears that the attempt to negociate was
unsuccessful, and an obstinate conflict took place.
Finally both the English and French ships return-
ed to the Mauritius and Bourbon for reinforce-
ments, taking off from Tamatave the Linglish and
French subjects, who were the immediate cause
of the quarrel.  'The following account of the affair
is taken from a Mauritius papor of June 28th:—
“IHer Majesty’s frigate Conway, and his French
Majesty’s ship Zelee and the Bereeau, met in Tam-
uccording to the arrangement agrecd
vernors of Bourbon and Mauritius.
‘I'he object of their voyage was to obtain from
Ranavalo Manjaka less harsh conditions than those
which she had imposed apon the Buropean trad-
crs, whom she had threatened with immediate ex-
pulsion and the confiscation of their property, if
they did not beeome natacalisod Malgash, that s
slaves.

Scinde, the Southern Mahratta country, the Pun-
Jaub, and Affghanistan, have all been more or Jess
subject to the dreadiul ravages of cholera and
fever.  Our latest dates, however, représent the
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prevalence of disease and death as having consi-
derably abated. According to accounts from
Scinde, a tract of our newly acquired territory on |
the western banks of the Tndus, had been plandered |
Ly some of the predaiory tribes in the nejzhbonr- |
hood, so that it was deemed necessary te send up a

detachment of native infintry to suppress the dis- |
turbances, and alford proteetion to the inhabitants. {
OFthe result of the expedition nothing was know n,|
nor, indéed, have we any information as to the |
character of the people by whom the depredations
had been committed.  There was a ramour of a
reinforcement being required, from which it was
inferred that the matter was of more serious con-
dequence than was at first imagined.  The news
from Lahore is of sowe interest. The aflairs of
the Punjaub still continued to wear an unsettled
and complicated espect.  The Joading features
were the suppression of the rebellion of Prince
Peshora Singh, the continued bordination of
the troops, and the discovery of an attempt to as-
eassinate Rajih Golaub Singh—rom China the
news ig almost exclusively of a commercial cha-
racter.
