Walter Cavanaugh of Sussex Tells
Vivid Stery of Bombardment;
e ‘

The following letter was received re-
cently by Mrs. J. W. Gamblin of Sus-
sex, from Private C. Walter Cavanagh,
who enlisted from Pearsonville with the
Sixth C .M. R., and later was transfer-
red to the Fifth C. M. R. At the time
of enlisting Walter was only seventeen
years of age.

Farm Camp, .-Woodcote Park,
Epsom, Surrey, England.
Dear Friend:

Just a few lines to let you know I
am still in the land of the living. I
suppose you know before this that the
Germans have been playing —— with
me. It was the 2nd of June that I got
wounded, and you can take it from me
that I was glad to- get out of it. It was
at Ypres. I had been in the fronmt line
for nine days without getting out for
a rest, when on the morning of the 2nd
they began a terrible bombardment on
our front line, also on our reserves. We
could hear nothing but the explosion of
shells, trench mortars, aerial torpedoes,
and rifle grenades tearing our trenches
to pieces till we had no trenches left,
buryi men alive, killing others, and
:(tlhen ucky enough to get away wound-

It was through trying to dig out some
men that had been buried that I got
my first wound. Lieutenant Fish, an
officer 1 was with, and myself started
to dig the men out. We had just got
nicely started when a’trench mortar ex-
ploded about ten yards from us, the
concussion from it knocking us both
down. I ﬁ a plece of shrapnel in my
shoulder. eutenant Fish was wounded
in the back. We scrambled up as quick
as we could. We were both so deaf that
we could not hear the shells bursting.
Througlt loss of blrod, Lieutenant Fish
was getiing quite weak. He said we
better try and get to the dressing sta-
tion. We could only go a short way and
then lay down to rest. All the time shells
were bursting around us.

We had only gone a short way when | ed.

a shell exploded close to us and this
time we were both buried.- I managed
to crawl out, and then I pulled the lieu-
tenant out. This time I got a piece inl
the head, and, luckily for him, he wasn’t;
hit. I lost both rifie and ammunition.
Well, again we started, and were nearly
to the dressing station when I caught
my foot in a wire, and down I was again. |
I got up and made a dash forward again,
when another piece of shrapnel struck
me in the throat, about half an inch
from the -‘ndpipe. Now the blood was
just streaming out of me. My shirt and
pants were soaking with blood.

I got to the dressing station and the'
doctor bandaged my wounds as best he
could, and ordered me to the clearing
station. It was here that Lieutenant
Fish and I parted after being with him
four months.

Thanks to the stretcher bearers, 1
got out safe. Was sent to the base hos-
pital. I was there two days. Was sent
then to England with a lot more to a
hospital at Portsmouth. Oh, wasn’t I
glad to get back to England, where I
got a nice soft, clean bed, with white
sheets, and d food.

It was there that they operated on
me and took the <hrapne] out of me.
They kept me there unt/i my wound
began to heal a little. Then I was sent
to hospital where I now am.

Who do you think I met? Nobody
else but my brother, Viacent. He came
to England about thre¢ months ago suf-
fering from shell shock.

“The discourageinent of further cen-
tralisation by reason of the faetthat
distances can be more readily overcome,
and less time will be consumed by men:
and women going to and- from: their
work; land values wili be more diffused.
While they will be increased in the ag-
gregate, sensational values in some
places and stagnation in others will ‘be

less likely, and' real estate will be put|’

upon a more stable basis. A better class
of street and road improvements will be.
ingisted upon, and they'in turn. wils
.stimulate better improvements of the
abutting property. - -The . more  genieral
use of the motor car will result in a bet-
ter knowledge on the part of the citi~
zen of his city and its environs. He will
thus acquire a better interest in the im-
provement of  both and a more wide-
spread interest in. city-wide planning
will be developed.

“While the amount >f trafic on im-
portant thoroughfares wil be greatly
increased, the greater speed and flexi-
bility of the motor vehicle will permit
a much greater volume of ‘traffic to be
accommodated with safety in the same
street, provided:

“That the speed and movement of all
vehicles are contr:lled by intelligent po-
lice regulations so that the safety of
riders and pedestrians may be protect-

ed. .

“That the width » commercial ve-
hicles is so regulated that the®number
of lines of tratfic that a street can ac-
commodate will not be reduced and the
capacity of the roadway seriously cur-
tailed. - :

“That the wheel loads are so restrict-
ed that.the sustaining power of street
pavement and foundation is not exceed-~

“Horse-drawn traffic requires relative-
ly light grades.  Motur cars and trucks
can overcome much steeper grades and
considerable expense can be saved in
regulating streets, as they can conform
more closely to the topography. The
greater speed of the motor vehicle will
also justify longer detours to avoid ex-
cessive grades and little time will be
lost thereby.

“While street corucrs and junctions
should be improved wherever possible,
manufacturers of motor vehicles should
understand tbat they must adapt’ their
vehicles to sireet conditions wherever
possible. The mobility of such vehicles,
the short turning radius for the heaviest
motor trucks and the ingenuity which
has been displayed in the design. of
trailers which will follow the tractor
without the cut’/ ing of corners, give pro-
mise that such adaptation to conditions
is possible.

“With the decreasing cost of light
motor cars and the promise of cheaper
fuel the number cf such cars will doubt-
less continue to increase. The prob-
lem of their accommodation ig public
streets will solve itself with th%lpmve-
ment of the character of road /4 .face, al-
though a serious problem will ve present-
ed in providing for the accommodation
of standing cars. This will undoubted-
ly require the widening of roadways
where possible at the expense of the
sidewalks an 1 the provision. at frequent
intervals of  parking spaces where cars
may. be left and cared for at a moder=z2
charge.”

“In about an hour [ went down the
trenth tu see how the other boys were
making ‘out, and discovered that they
were getting it pretty hard. Johnnie
Dolan had been killed and five of the
other boys badly hurt. I did what I
could for them, and started back to my .,
own crew. On the way up the treaches
the boys were lying dead, dying and
wounded. ¢ :

“When I arrived at my gun I found
three of the boys hurt and one crased
and missing. 1 sext them all below in
a mine shaft. Lance Corporel Croueh.
am and myself stayed on duty. When
a Fritz began to cume over we started
to work our gun—to our sorrow, for
they had sent a shell over, putting our
gun on the blick and burying us. com-
pletely.

“Some of the men dug us out, and
we crawled in the shaft, too, only to be
buried again. .We got out of that and
crawled nine huudred fcet, twenty feet
down, in order to ®each the air. It war
hard work on our hands and knees. By .
the time we got out our trenches were’
all knocked down, and the dead and
wounded of both ;sides were lying

around. . :
“The shells were still falling, so Boyd

and I went back to the shaft and met _

Captain Schofield. ' We crawled in again,
and for the third time were buried. It
was then the mine was sprung and we
were gassed and almost killed. When
we got out this time theéy were there
to. meet us, and took the whole bunch
prisoners. From tne time I was made
prisoner I have been well treated and
looked after.

“We heard the Canadians retook the
trenches we lost, but it was not our
fault, for God knows our men never
flinched, and they were dropping on all
sides from shell fire. That day was a
living hell for us, The shells were drop-
ping around us by hundreds, and soms
of the German »>ffi:grs told us that it wa.
the heaviest bc mbardmcat they ever pu
over, for the length of time it las'
(five hours and a half.)

“Very few of our battalion got bacl
safe. But a braver or better bunch of
men never died on a battle fleld tham
those who fell in the openiug operations
of the third battle of Ypres.”

Corporal Feeney describes the town
in which he is located as a pretty spot.
He tells ‘his mother not to worryv. byt
expresses the hope that he may soon
be enabled to reach Canada. He sends
ihis regards to his friends in the prov-
nce.
