APPLES WILL NOT
BE HEAVY CROP

Drought Has Had Effect on
- New Brunswick Fruit.

. (Special to the Times.)

Fredericton, July 25.—Bresent indica-
tions are that the drop in apples in all
fruit growing sections of New Bruns-
wick has been so great that the crop,
which promised well early in the sum-
mer, will not be heavy, but will be very
even in all varieties. Usually winter
varieties show lighter production than
the early varieties. ' i

The drop and the consequent curtail-;
ment in the crop have been the result »f
the drought, the trées not having en-|
ough moisture to keep the apples on
the boughs.

ance of scab on the fruit was made. The

Recently the weather has been damp
enough in some sections for the scab
to begin.
