The matter of increased rev­
enue presents itself as one of the most 
serious of our problems. During the 
year the capital funds were augmented 
by the bequest of $100 from the late 
James A. Seeds. The amount was not 
sufficient to make an appreciable change 
in our revenue. A readjustment of some 
of our investments due to the transfer to 
the Bank of Montreal of Bank of British 
North America shares affected a further 
revenue in which the home has a resi- 
.duary interest soon to be wound up 
should increase our capital several thous-« 
and dollars, adding between three and 
four hundred to our income. But for a 
very substantial increase, about $800, fn 
the fees from paying patients the flib- 
anclal outlook would have been even 
less favorable.

Twelve regular and two special meet­
ings were held by the board.
. The following editorial appeared in 
the Globe, and I do not think we can do 
better than quote it as stated in that 
paper.

“Thursday afternoon’s meeting of the 
Board of Governors of the Home for In­
curables disclosed the necessity for more 
funds to carry on the work. This splen­
did philanthropy finds that the high cost 
of wages, of food, of fuel and of all the 
things that must be purchased and used 
has compelled an expenditure consider­
ably in excess of the revenue. Generous 
friends must aid In overcoming this de­
ficit or the Home will be .reluctantly 
compelled to curtail its activities. It 
should be necessary only to state those 
two facts to win from those who know 
and appreciate the value of this institu­
tion contributions to meet present re­
quirements and save the directors the 
necessity of a campaign to raise one or 
two thousand dollars. That should not 
be necessary—will not be necessary If 
those who can give will include the 
Home In their benefactions.”

The report of the auditor, P. F. 
Blanchet, will show very clearly the firr- 
ancial condition of the home as at pres­
ent stated.

To the medical staff we desire to tend­
er our hearty thanks for their valued 
services, always cheerfully and effic­
iently given. The woman’s aid commit­
tee have, as in the past, rendered most 
valuable services, which are most thank­
fully acknowledged.'
