Clynes ridiculed the contention that the 
preference could effect the relation be­
tween the mother country and the do­
minions.

Rather ad­
vanced in years, they have lived the most 
active part of their lives in spreading the 
gospel, alleviating physical suffering and 
doing elementary educational work in 
Britain’s polyglot eastern empire.

Their special duties have been at 
Chicacde in the Madras presidency, 
where schools, hospitals and religious 
houses have been long established.

Archibald ; “but, of course, it is an im-
