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The Dimsdales and Seme l

Family Steries — Noted
Boer War Soldier to Live
in Canada—Why Chef-
ket Pasha Resigned

Sir Robert Dimsdale, who has just suc-
ceeded to his father’s baronetey, is an old
Eton boy, a member of the Carlton Club—
consequently a Tory—a London banker,
and a descendant and namesake of that
Quaker Robert Dimsdale who accompanied
William Penn to America, and was his
most intimate friend and helper. In the
well known picture representing Penn
concluding his famous treaty with .the In-
dians in 1684, Rabert Dimsdale is shown
standing beside him.

Robert had two grandsons, one of them,
Dr. Thomas Di was_a London phy-
sician of much note and in the latter half
iof the eighteenth century was invited by
Catherine the Great to the Court of ‘Rus-
sia to inoculate her, her son Grandduke,
afterwards Emperor Paul, and others of
her fsmily and entourage, against the
small-pox.

Kdward Jenner, it is true, discovered
vaccination only in 1788, but for two gen-
erations before that, inoculation, intro-
duced by Lady Mary Wortley Montagu
from Turkey, had been practised with con-
siderable success in England. So pleased
ivas the empréss with his services, that
she bestowed upon him the dignity of coun-
cillor of state, the hereditary title of baron
of the Russian Empire, the right to add
to his armorial bearings a wing of the im-
perial Russian eagle, an annuity of $5,000
a year for his own lifetime and that of his
son, a sum of $60,000 in gold, minintures
of herself and the Czarevitch framed in
large diamonds, and other costly souvenirs,
among the quaintest and least valuable of
which from an intrinsic point of view are
the small cloth of gold cap and baby-
clothes of the Russian heir apparent.

The doctor on his return to England
obtained permission from the crown for
himself and his heirs to make use in Great
Britain of his hereditary Russian title, and
it is borne today by his descendant Baron
Charles Dimsdale, a member of the Eng-
lish bar, who is one of the territorial mag-
nates of Hertfordshire. ‘

Some of the souvenirs, however, notably
Empress Catherine’s muff of black fox, the
use of which was then restricted to the
|impenal family, are preserved in the Lang-

don Hills of Essex, at Goldsmith’s, a fine

old place which was used "as a hunting
ledge by Sir Christopher Hatton, the chan-
cellor and favorite of Queen Elizabeth.

It passed into the possession of the Dims-
'| dales through marriage, and is now owned

by Sir Charles Dimsdale, the new baronet.

The baronetcy was bestowed upon his
‘father, Joseph, who was Lord Mayor of
London in the year of the coronation of
King Edward, and was much liked by that
monarch. Indeed, he made him a member
of his privy council, this being only the
second occasion in all the long history of
the city of Lomdon, which includes more
than 000 lord mayors, of such an honor
being done the chief magistrate of the
metropolis. :

Sir Joseph who, like his son, was brought
up st Eton—the first Etonian to become
lord mayor in 130 years — was
on the completion of his year of office at
the, Mansion House, elected by the “Liv-
erymen,” or electors of the city, to be
city chamberlain, an office second only in
antiquity to that of lord mayor, and
which carries with it a salary of $15,000,
which office he held till the time of his

death.

Lord Frederick Blackwood, who won the
Distinguished Bervice Order during the
Boer war, has just resigned his captaincy
of the Ninth Lancers, in order to emigrate
with his wife, Brenda, and his little boy,
Basil Sheridan, to Canada, as he finds it
impossible to continue in the army on the
emall annuity left him by his father, the
late Lord Dufferin. His eldest brother,
the present Marquis of Dufferin, who mart-
ried Miss Flora Davis of New York, has
no sons, and-&s his next older brother
Basil is a confirmed bachelor, Lord Fred-
erick stands a good chance of eventually
{ sucoeeding to the marquisate, as well as
‘to the earldoms of Ava and Dufferin, and
the other family honors.

The present marquis is & genior clerk at
the foreign office, in charge of the Ameri-
can copsular department. Like his broth-
ers Basil and Frederick, he has inherited
a strong; sense of humor, and a fondness
for pradbical joking, from his ancestor
the famous Richard Brinsley . Sheridan,
which in the marquis’s case found amusing
expresion when he was at Oxford. In
fact it cost him his degree.

Having made a very careful collection
of the “mortar-boards” worn by. the Mer-
ton College Faculty, he climbed up perilous
beights, and capped therewith every gar-
goyle adornming the rival Magdalen College,
perching the mortar-boards at rakish and
undignified angles. He finished by tying
up the head of every carven saint in old
women’s nightcaps, the effect being indes-
cribably funny.

On another occasion, when the faculty
of Merton were giving & garden party in
| their grounds, rd Dufferin and some
: choice spirits gathered together all the
donkeys they could find in the mneighbor-
hood, adorned their heads with every pair
of antlers that they could beg, borrow or
steal, and then turned loose the braying
herd on the lawn of Merton, among the
guests. This proved the climax of his uni-
versity career, for the Dons were 80 wroth
that they would have no more of him.

Like Lord Rosebery and many other
men of light and leading in their time,
he was accordingly “sent down”—in other
words expelled, and when Lord Basil
Blackwood some time afterwards wished
to matriculate at Merton, the faculty de-
clined to have him, so eore were they
still at his older brother’s exploits.

Mahmoud Chefket Pashe, lately military
dictator at Constantinople, and the man
chiefly instrumental in bringing about the
deposition of Sultan Abdul Hamid, has
been generally credited with absolute fear-
lessness; but the methods employed by the
Army League to drive him to surrender
the portfolio of minister of war, and the
command-in-chief of the army the other
day, have somewhat impaired his repu-
tation in this regard. One morning as
he was seated -at his desk in the war
department, looking out on the Bayazid
square, the door opened, a sub-lieutenant
entered, marched up to the desk. saluted,
and exclaimed, ‘“Pasha, Hazvetleri, isti
faneuzeu veriniz.” (Your Excellency, tend-
er your resignation!) Beside himself
with anger. Chefket jumped up from his
, Chair and, apostrophizing the officer as
an insolent beast, rang the bell, summon-
ed a file of soldiers, and placed him under,
arrest in the military prison.

On the folowing morning at exactly the
same hour, the office door opened silently,
and two lieutenants entered unannounced,
saluted, and made the same demand in
the same words.

THE PLAGE T0 6D
EEKING WORK

‘The Vancouver . News-Advertiger, for
which S. D. Scott,” formerly of St. John,
is an editorial writer, says:

“With a view to warning men who may
think that work isiplentiful in Vancouver
in the late fell and winter, and who may
contemplate coming herc as a good place
to spend thes winter, Mayor Findlay has
expressed his views on the subject in
order that as much publicity as possible
may be given to the very opposite fact,
which is that there will. not be nearly*en-
ough work here at that time even for
those who have been here for years.

“*It is questionable,’ said the mayor, 4f
the time has not arrived when labor should
be discouraged from coming to Vancouver.

““Vancouver has become the centrali-
zation point for all men seeking work
upon the transcontinental railway lines
and on other large undertakings, with the
consequence that we have at all times
great numbers of men going to or coming |
from outside camps. The railways, natur-!
ally, must not be interfered with as rail-
road labor is always migratory, but at the
same time Vancouver must be cautious,
for the coming winter may bring about a
condition of affairs leading possibly far
from the best interests of the city.

« 4 is to be notéd that 57,000 men will
be required to reap the harvests on our
great northwest prairies. At least ten;
per cent. will come farther west and ulti-
mately to the coast. They are men who
are not remarkable for laying aside means
for times of unemployment,
