A Bridge from Long Wharf to St. Hel-
ena Wharf.

‘The need of a bridge between the
Long wharf and the St. Helena wharf
has been much felt lately by those who
were formerly accustomed to walk the
railway trestle. Mr. Robert Carson has
provided the best accommodation he
could by stretching his floats across
the slip, but the climbing up and down
ladders at low tide to reach the floats is
a bad feature of the situation.

Some weeks ago Mr. Carson and Mr.
Hamilton offered to put a foot bridge
across at this point at their own expense
if the bridge company would permit
them to build it on their property a few
feet outsidé the railway track. The offer
was refused, but Mr. Carson was deter-
mined to have a bridge provided by
some means. He has obtained permis-
sion to land the ends of it on the wharyes
on both sides of the slip, and will
begin the work of building a foot
bridge across this week. The bridge
will be about 6 feet in width and have
a railing on each side. It willbea
great accommodation to the large
number of persons who formerly walked
tha trestle and to many more wbo did
not like to take that risk for fear of being

THE LIME BUSINESS.
A Good .Year's Work Notwithstand-
ing Low Prices.

The lime burning season is about over
for the year, and all but a few of the
large number of kilns in the vicinity of
the city have been shut down for the
winter. The prices of lime this year in
the United States markets have been
lower than usual owing to the demand
for that article being smaller. But St.
John lime has won aname for itselfand,
despite the opposition to its use from
some quarters, those who want lime of
first class quality now look for the 8t.
Joho article. The export of lime from
8t. John since the business began to as-
sume large proportions has gone -mostly
to the New York market, and with the
exception of small shipments by rail the
New England states got very little of it.
This season, however, there has-besn—81
Jarge increase in the shipments to  the
eastern states and quite a footing has
been gained in the Boston markets.

The business on the whole, however,
has not grown quite as rapidly as has
been the case in some recent years. The
lime exports from St. John to the United
States market during the year from the
18t of November 1887 to the same date
in 1888 were valued at $99,080. From
Nov. 1st, 1888 to Nov. 1st, 1889, $187,877
worth of lime was exported showing an
increase in that year oyer the previous
one of $38,687 worth, This year ending
Nov. 1st the total lime export was valued
at $146,447. Owing to the] low prices
and the dull condition of the
market many persons had an
idea that this year's shipments
those of last
but these figures showan ipcrease of
$8,570

In anticipation of the increased duty
on lime under the McKinley bill the
shipments were heavier than usual,
$48,867 worth having been shipped in
the July, August and September qnart-
ers, or over $400 worth mcre than was
reported during the same months of the
year previous, and $8000 worth more
than in July, August and September of
1888.

When the McKinley bill went into
effect, putting a duty of 6 cents per
bundred pounds on lime, equal to about
13 or 14 cents per barrel, there was a
slight falling off in the shipments, the
amount for October being $10,048 worth
this year as compared with $11,163
worth in October of last year.

It is not known just to what extent
this increased duty will affect the bum-
ness, but there are those who think that
what has been the case in regard to
potatoes will apply to the lime business,
as well.

Then
we would have the best of it in spite of
them.”
