KENTUCKIAN'S PROTEST,

Objects to the Official. Reéception to
Prince Henry—Mr. Grosvenor's
Reply.

Washington, D. C., Feb. 14.—The mon-
otony of -a private. pension bill in the
House to-day was ehlivened by a very
sensational speech by Mr. vWheeler of

~Ientucky, in desimneiation: of ‘what he
‘denomipated “Flunkeyism’’

‘to ¢ foreign
coulitries, - He took . the récent state-
ments emanating from continental cabi-
nets - regarding the- attitude © of Great
Britain during the Spanish war as a
text for a wholesale attack upon. the
trend of United States diplomaecy. He
severely scored . Secretary Hay and de-'
clared that if Lord Pauncefete had
sought, as was alleged, to circumvent us
during  the war of 1898, the 'sooner he
was shipped across the seas the better.
He also criticized the President for his
reported intention to send his daughter
to the coronation of King Edward, and
protested against the - official reception
of Prince Henry. A
There was a sequel to My, Wheeler's
speech later in the day when Mr, Gros-
venor secured -the floor and replied at
length to what the Kentuckian' had said.
As to Mr. Wheeler's denial of a state-
ment regarding the visit of the Prince
of Wales in 1860, Mr, Grosvenor deelar-
ed that he personally could bear wit-

1ess to the truth of his assertion, for
Le himself had seen the Prince when
he first set foot on United States soil.
At Niagara -as a young man he had lis-
tened to the Prince’s speech, he said,
with great interest. He. denominated
Mr. Wheeler's remark about the forth-
coming vigit of Prince . Henry as aj
“Bitter attack upon the President of
the United States, the House, Senate,
and incidentally upon all with whom: the
I'rince would come in contact.” = The
speech of the gentleman from Kentucky
would be exploited in Europe to-morrgi
on the eve of the Prinfe’s departure as
the message of United States people to
the guest.

Mr. Wheeler interposed at this point
to say that he should gladly welcome
auy gentleman from abroad; what he
ohjected to was the official color to be
given to the visit. :

Then. as Mr. Grosvenor proceeded to
read what he said criticising the Presi-
dent for-making a new precedent in con- .

nection with the coromation of King ¥é-

ward, Mr. Wheeler interrupted to say

that while he had mno desire to bring ther
| matter into the discusgion, what he hadk
Ld‘ plored was the report that the Presi-
| dent intended to._send a member of hiw
| family to the coronation.

“Oh, if it is simply a matter of ™
young girl going to the coronatien. of &
gentlemlan and lady,” observed M.
Grosvenor, “I will not_pursue :it.”

Continuing, ~Mr. Grosvenor  arserted
.ihat within his personal knowledge he
would say that in sending a deputation
to the corenation of King Edward, the
present occupant of the White House
had simply carried out the plams of thﬁ)
deceased President, who had already
selected the head of the commission. &
the constituents of the gentleman froms
Kentueky were polled, he did net think
that-five per cent. would condemn the
President. £

“So far as the young lady is concern-
ed,” he added, “I can tell the gentlemams
one thing, she would give him a great
deal of trouble if she should get into =
debate with him as to,the propriety eof
her going.” (Applause.)

Mr.. Grosvenor then took wup Mr.
Wheeler's speech, reading from it the
term *Little Dutchman,” which Mr.
Wheeler had applied to Prince Henry,
and his remarks about his indifference to
the goodwill of the German people.

Mr. Grosvenor commented upon  this
language, saying that while the. gentle-
man might be indifferent now as to the
good will of the Germans, it would be
different late in the fall, “when persim-
mons were ripe.” Mr, Grosvenor de-
seribedf at some length the visit of the
Prince of Wales in 1860. . His tour eof
the country, the honors showered upom
him by President Buchanan, who rusk-
eq out of the White House and met hinw
with extended arms, as if he had beem
the traditional “Prodigal son.”

As to the visit of Prince Henry, he
was the brother of the German Emperor.
He was not a Dutchman, but a Eure-
pean, a German; he was an admiral of
the German navy, the same who had
been sent to Manila™to protect the Ger-
man interests, and when his ship got
in the way, Dewey had informed hine
that if the ship did not get out of thes
way in short order there would be treu-
ble. “Then he took it away like a gem—
eman,” remarked Mr, Grosvenor, amid
laughter,
