" In the ApvascE of 2ad inat., reference
was made to the illegal manner .in which
gaspereanx nets were set in the tidal
waters of Black River, and it was also:
stated that large -numbers of small bass
were taken in these nets. From infor-
mation given by seversl in that locality,
indicating that the statement respecting
the small bass was incorrect, we felt it
necessary to extend our enquiries, and, in
doing s0, had occasion to question the
gentleman who—as We munderstood him
at the time—alleged that he had seen large
quaatities of bass taken, as stated, in bass
pets. Idesays we must have misunder-

where he saw so many young bass taken
was ot Black River, but in the main
Miramichi. Thé error arose, no donbt,

1 from the fact that he. was talking of the

We are glad to know that one count in
the indictment against those who fish
illegally at Black River can be omitted
for it is always a pleasurs for us to with-
draw any erroneous statement we are led
1t must be remembered, how-
ever, that while there dops not seem to
be any good evidence that young bass
are destroyed by gaspereaux netsin Black
River, the fact remains, and cannot be
successfully denied, that a number of the
fishermen there pursue their work with
disregard of law or. the future of, not only
the gaspereaux, -but other fisheries. Here
is one example; The river was jammed
with logs at the head of tide, and the ob-
‘struction rendered it difficult for she
gaspereavx to work their way up. They
were, therefore, massed together at the
foot of the jam. A seine was madeof a

| long net and it ‘was thrown aroynd the

fish, the result being that some fifteen
barrels were taken in one haul. Among
these were a large number of big trout, as
well as other fish. Those who performed

this operation are, we understand, deny-

ing that there is any illegal fishing or any
trout illegally neited in Black: River.
How often, or by how mauy different

done we cannot: say. It was done once,
at all events, and if the department cares
to have names and farther particulars, its
afficers know how.to get them.

At
the same timeé, we do not think it right
that a few men who happen to be advan-
tageously _situated at certain seasons of
the year, should be permiited to fish
just as they please, tothe detriment of
all others living on any particular river.
Moreover, although some in & community
may think it clever to violate the law and
thereby take more fish than they are
justly entitled' ‘to, it is the right and
duty of others interested to expose them.
The maa who kills. fish in such a wanner
as to permanently injure the fisheries of
a river, and thereby deprive his neighbors
of having theu' share  of benefit from a
privilege common, to all, is more the,
enemy of the commaunity than officers who'|
somstimes abuse their powers and positions
by caunsing legal fishing. to be prohibited.
It is because the graedy. fisherman resorts
to destructive methods  in his work that
the departmentis ‘sometimes  led to pro-
hibi: fishing altogether, and the people,
not only of Black River, but of every
other river in the country, ought to
realise that when they screen or defend
allegal fishing, they “edcourage that which
mast, scbnier or later, deprive them or
their children of piivileges of which they
will only realise the full value when they
lose them, I the people who five on
any river are,generally, willing. that a fow
of their number should break the»hw

aod, thereby, reap personal benefits, at |.

the same time causing "fish to grow
scarcer, until they, finally, .disappear al-
together, are they not entertaining a false
idea of their duty to themselves and those
who are to come after them? Reasonable
people will think so, and those who have
the courage to demand that everyone else
in the community shall have only the same
privileges as themselves in the fisheries,
and are as ready to exposé a Xpw-bmker
as they wonld a thief, are the best friends

He, however, did not object to
receiving a present, znd mentioned a
diamond ring.and breast pin with an
orrament for Mrs. Perley. .Witness then

The man, Murphy,
who practically gave a small part of - the
unrighteous protits of his firm to the
Ohief Engitesr throngh whom' they were
obtained, has also sworn that he,personal-
ly, gave a much larger share, in cash, to
Sir Hector Langevin, the Minister of the
Crown in charge of the Daspartment
controlling the work. It is true that the
Miniater denies Murphy’s assertion, and
declares that he never even saw the man
until the present investigation began;
but when it is proved beyond a doubs
that the contracting firm was favored
by concessions and ‘the allowance of extras
that were enormously profitable to them,
and that the raids on the public treasury
were largely manipulated by a most in-
timate personal- and political friend of
the minister, a strong prims facie case
against hin is established and faith in
his integrity shaken.

A regrettable feature of the investiga-
tion, as reports of it reach the public, is
that many of the newspspers “deal with
the evidence according to their political
bias, and the men implicated, both direct-
ly and indirectly, are gither whitewashed
or condemned, with little regard for the
testimony affecting them. The matter
seems to us one of far too grave a charac-
ter to be thus dealt with, for it iuvolves
the honor and integrity of Canadian
admiuistration, and the first impulse of
every citizen ought to be the hope that
the charges made are not true. It is not
an encouraging thing to those whose
hopes for the country’s future spring
from faith in the honesty and patriotism
of its ralers and in the broad national
aspirations of its people, to find & portion
of its press accepting as entirely oredible

penditare over and above the earnings, for -
the previous ten years, it being made oblis
gatory updn such company to effect control
of the tributary lines, either by lesse or pur-
chase. * This course has many things to re-
commend ib, not the least'of which is, that
it would avoid the charge of monopoly
which might be urged against the control by
either of the great trunk lines. It would
also d6 away with any feeling of hostility>as
between the great corporations, which would
naturally arise if either secured control of
the Intercolonial rystem. In the furmation
of & new-company both the great corporation
would have the chance of nmhﬁonl.
and thus be able to protect their indivudal
interests. The time is, we believe, oppor-
tune to arrange for another conttol of the In-
tercolonial, it having continued un.
remunerative in the hands of the Govern-
ment, and we commend this question, with
that of the tributary lines, to the earnest
consideration of both Government sad
Parliament.
