A. I. TEED & CO.Maritime Provinces will stand together 
in the fight for the fast mail port—en­
thusiastic audience endorses the Board 
of Trade’s resolution at a mass meeting 
in the Academy of music, Halifax— 
many forceful speeches by representative 
men—all red line in the interests of the 
Empire, the Dominion and the Maritime 
Provinces.

The following resolution was unanim­
ously adopted at the mass meeting in the 
Academy of Music, last night :

Whereas, the project of a fast mail and 
passenger steamship service to connect 
Canada and Great Britain has been con­
tinuously discussed by the people of the 
Dominion for more than a quarter of a 
century, and in the light of great Im­
perial and National prospects involved 
in the enterprise, it has always been held 
that only a service of the highest type of 
marine architecture and speed could sat­
isfy the requirements and aspirations of 
the Dominion, and successive Cananian 
governments have steadily re. gnized 
this feature of the undertaking by renew­
ed offers of immense public subsidies, 
while the specifications for the service te 
be supplied require it to be at least equal 
to the best afloat ; and

Whereas, it has been demonstrated that 
the quickest route for European mails 
and passengers destined to the Maritime 
Provinces, Quebec, Ontario, and the 
West is through a port on our Atlantic 
seaboard, and vice versa, and conse­
quently that this route is the best for 
Canada at large and her Imperial con­
nections, and it has been further shown 
that the fast service desired by the peo­
ple of the Dominion .and popularly des­
cribed as a ferry, operating swiftly and 
with regularity, and giving the Domin- 

, ion the results and benefits that should 
flow from the expenditure of the large 
proposed subsidy, can only be effectively і 
accomplished by an all-the-year-round 
terminus on the Atlantic seaboard ;

Therefore Resolved, in the interests of 
the Empire, the Dominion at large, and 
the Maritime Provinces, this meeting is 
of the opinion that any contract which 
may be entered into by the Canadian 
Government for the payment of a large 
subsidy for a Fast Atlante Service should 
stipulate that the Canadian terminus be 
at a port on the Atlantic seaboard of the 
Dominion the year around ;
