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yet become epidemic in Canada, but thinks that 
of this meat may be Imported from the United Slates 
incognita, as It were.

The official report of this discussion Indicates a dis­
position to speak of the goat with a certain disrespect. 
That has often happened to the goat, who appears to 
have done nothing to deserve such treatroenL Not 
long ago a prominent New Brunswlcker, formerly an 
active Liberal politician, represented to The Standard that 
the Department of Agriculture should seriously encourage 
goat culture in this province. He said that the goat 
could live In modest content on pastures which would 
maintain no other domestic animals, that the flesh ot 
the kid was delicate, that the wool or hair had its uses 
that the qkin of the kid was imported in large quantities 
for boot* and gloves, and that" goats' milk was not only 
nourishing, but medicinal. Finally this enlightened and 
thoughtful live stock expert declared that a single billy- 
goat would protect a flock of sheep from dogs. This 
captivating list of virtues was represented to be suffi 
tient to commend the goat to Mr. Fisher or Dr. Landry.

The only other resident of New Brunswick who has 
given the goat so high a character. Is William Cob- 
bett, the great pamphleteer, historian! politician and 
general advisor of humanity, who served in the garrison 
at St. John for several years, before lie became a 
national character. In his book called Household Econ­
omy. Cobbett says: “When 1 was In the army In New 
“Brunswick, where the snow lies on the ground seven 
“months in the year, there were many goats belonging 
to the regiment. We never fed them. In the sum­
mer they picked about wherever they could find grass, 

"and in winter they lived upon cabbage leaves, turnip 
“peelings, potato peelings, and other things flung out of 
“the soldiers' rooms and huts. One of these goats be

“THEN IT MPPENEO"The war cloud hangs low over the Pacific coast of 
South America. Accounts Indicate that the people of 
Peru have reached a pint of exasperation which will 
not much longer be controlled. Between Peru and her 
neighbor to the north the former would probably have a 
considerable advantage. But the real antagonist is under­
stood to be Chile, which measured by accepted standard:; 
is alone more than a match for Peru. She has a 
larger army and navy, greater resources, and 
advanced population, 
war with Peru and Bolivia, and In the end was victor­
ious, obtaining a heavy war Indemnity in cash, and 
annexing some Peruvian territory. Shortly before this 
Chile was at war with Spain.
