New York, May 8—The'longest- 
lt'-ed suit in the history of New York 
Jurisprudence was settled today—an 
action brought fifty years ago against 
the city of New York by Charles I. 
Appleby for damages done to hie 
property at Eleventh Avenue and 
Forty-first street, by a mob. during 
the dill W".

Mr. Applèby sued for $7300 and de­
manded interest on the principal, 
which would have brought bis claim 
up to $42,000. Through a compromise 
the city confessed judgment today, 
And Mr. Appleby dropped the demand 
ffor Interest. He was paid $7300.

When the plaintiff brought suit he 
-was a young man. He la now 88 years 
old. Since the suit was filed he has 
seen many vicissitudes ot fortune, 
nearly all the lawyer» connected with 
the case, and most of the judges be­
fore which It paseed, have died.
