“RESOLVED-~-that on this anniversary of the
declaration of a righteous war, this meeting of the
citizens of St. John records its inflexible determination
to continue to a victorious end the struggle for the
. maintenance of . thase-ideals: of liberty -and- justice:
which are the common and sacred cause of the Allies,”

The anniversary of the declaration
of war was marked by patriotic de-
monstrations in all parts of the prov-
ince and citizens generally entered
into a solemn compact to see the war
to a successful conclusion and do all
iin their power to aid the Allies in the
struggle and finally establish a last-
ing peace. While all the provincial
centers held demonstrations, the pa-
triotic gathering in St. John was per
haps one of the largest meetings of
its kind ever held in this city. The
King Square was the scene of the as-
semblage and the speakers occupied
a platform. It was Dbelleved that
fully five thousand people were pres-
ent and listened to inspiring addresses
delivered by Hon. J. D. Hazen, Minis-
ter of Marine and Fisheries, Mayor
Frink, Judge McKeown and Judgelgq

“During the past twelve months we
have witnessed the greatest war in the
history of the world, in loss of life, in
destruction of property and in econo-
mic waste,” said Hon K Mr. Hazen. “It
baffles the imegination to attempt to
realize what this loss has been and
what the effect on business, other than
those branches which have directly
profited because of the war. We have
had before us in this struggle all the
forms of destruction of which modern
sclence is capable, trench warfare,
guerflla fighting such as is carried on
by German submarines and struggles
in the air. Yet with all these devices
and with millions upon millions of
men engaged, there has so far been no

decisive battle, no victory or defeat
which can effect definitely the outcome
‘one way or the vther, and, as no one
may predict how long the contest may
last, it behooves all of us to do the
utmost in our power to ensure the ulti-
mate success of the allied arms, the
freedom of democracy, and the invol-
abjlity of treaties. While the early

erally predicted as was the case in
the first few months, yet the sentiment
prevailing throughout the British Em-
pire and in the countries of our Allies
is stronger than ever, that our armies

The forces of Prince Leopold of
Bavaria are now hurling themselves
against the fortresses defending War-
saw, according to the official state-
ment given out today by the German
army headquarters staff. The state
ment adds that the Russians have
been thrown from their position at
Blonde, fifteen miles west of the Polish
capital, back on to the outer line of
defenses of the city.

Army Headquarters Report

The German army headquarters
statement today gave out the follow-
ing official statement:

“In the western theatre there is
nothing to report.

“In the eastern theatre:

Paris, Aug. 4—The French War
Office this afternoon issued an official
report reading as follows:

“From the Artols dfstrict there was
reported last might, nothing more
than epgagements with hand-grenades
at a point to the north or the Chatésu
of Carleul.

“In the Argonne the night was full
of action. The Germans delivered
two attacks, one between Hill No.
213 and the ravine at La Fontaine
Aux Charmes, and the other in the
region of Marie Therese. Our assail-
apts were everywhere thrown back
in’' their trenches by the fire of our
infantry and: artilery: At Four -De
Paris and in the direction of Haupte
Chevauchee there wag last night in-
cessant rifle firing between the trens
ches.

“In the Vosges, on the Linge and
at Schratzmannele, there were en-
gagements with hand grenades and
bombs which resulted to our advan-
tage during one portion of the night.
At Barrenkopf we repulsed a German
counter-attack.”

The following official communica-
tion was issued by the War Office to-
night:

“The day has been calm. On the
western portion of the front the ac-
tivity of the artillery has greatly
slackened, except in Belgium, in the
sector of Steenstraete and Het Sas,
in the region of Roclincourt, and be-
tween the Somme and the Oise.

“In the Argonne there has beén
fighting with grenades and petards in
the region of Marie Therese and St.
Hubert, and a violent cannonade in
the Forest of Apremont, at Fontenelle
and on the Heights of the Linge.”

“Before Warsaw the Russians wére
thrown from the Blomie position into
the outer line of the fortresses. The
army of Prince Leopold of Bavaria is
attacking the fortress.

“The attack of the German troops
under Gen. Von Woyrich, who cross-
ed the Vistula, is proceeding.

Tondon, Augfl 4—After having tried
for three weeks to force the Russians
to evacuate Warsaw and the Polish

In the meantime Field Marshal Vor'
Mackensen is slowly advancing from
the southeast, between the Vistula
and the Bug, in an effort to cut off
the Russian armies, which apparently
are making a lejgurely exit from War-
gaw and the western lines, while Gep-
eoral Von Buelow,-in his wider encir
cling movement through Courland,
has reached Kupischki, some fifty
miles west of Dvinsk, on the Vilna-
Petrograd railway.

Consider Von Hindenburg’s Attack
Most Dangerous.

Although the operations of Von
Mackensen and Von Buelow appear to
offer the most dangerous threats to the
retiring Russian armies, the Russian
general staff is paying more attention
to Field Marshal Von Hindenburg, who

has been trying, with more or less suc.
cess, to force the line of the Narew.
Here the Russians are offering the
most stubborn resistance and, accord-
ing to an official despatch from Petro.
grad, in two battles of three days each
succeeded in checking the Germans
and inflicting heavy lpsses on them,
The Russians also admit severe casual-
ties.

When the despatch was sent a third
battle was in progress. Berlin claims
that in this battle the Germans have
beeen successful and have forced a
crossing of the Narew near Ostrolen-
ka.

On the whole the Russians, accord-
ing to official reports, are making an
extremely orderly rétirement. They
are losing comparatively few prison-
ers, and, except for the thirty-two guns
abandoned to the west of Ivangorod,
the Germans make no claims to the
capture of heavy pieces of artillery.

Quiet has settled down alcng the
weetern front, except in the Argcnre
and Vosges, where German attempts
to re-capture lost ground or take pew
trenches have falled, according te the
French communications.

New moves of the greatest impor.
tance are anticipated in the Near Bast,
The ministers of Great Britain, Francs,
Russia and Italy have had a confer-
ence with the Greek government. A
despatch from Paris says that an Ital.
ian officer recently arrived at British
headquarters in the Mediterranean to
arrange for this.

VIENNA HOURLY EXPECTS NEWS
OF EVACUATION OF WARSAW

Austrian Army Headquarters, Aug.
4, via London—News of the evacua-
tion by the Russians of the fortresses
of Warsaw and Ivangorod is expected
here from hour to hour,

‘While general attention is conce
trated on the impending Russian ev
uation 6f Warsaw and the Vistula line,
events of scarcely less importance are
taking place on the southeastern front,
Austrian-Hungarnian - passage
of the Bug river line, and the advance
against Viadimir-Volynsk and Kovel in
Volhynia.

This aperation renders the position
of the Russian left wing in East Gal-
jola precarious and will probably be
the determining factor in forcing the
retirement of the Russians from the
Bug, Zlota Lippa and Dniestar line,
and in freeing Galcia entirely from
the invading army.

The destination of the Austrian
wedge which crossed the Bug river
between Sokal and Krylow is appar-
ently Kovel, an important railroad
junction, located on the southern edge
of the great Rokitno swamps. The

-| effect of this advance will be to cut
- | communication between the Russian

armies operating in Poland and
Southern Russia, and accomplish what
Field Marshal Baron Conrad Von
Hoetzendorgg and Field Marshal Von
Hindenburg hitherto have been wun-
able todo, namely, drive a complete
breach in the long Russian battlefront
and leave one set of armies operating
to the morthwest of the impassable
swamps and the other to the southwest
of this region, without the possibility
of transferring reinforcements from
one to the other, except by a long,
circuitous railway journey through
Central Russia.

The Russians may, therefore, be exe
pected to offer the strongest resistance
to these operatiofs.
