Paris, June 27—The Industrial Mobl. 

lization Bill, introduced in the Cham­
ber of Deputies by M. Dalbiez, was 
passed yesterday. The Mteister of 
War, the Minister of Public Works 
and various members debated the bill, 
which, among other things, provides 
for a mixed commission composed of 
workmen and employers to supervise 
the choice of men to be relieved from 
duty at the front for transference to 

* the munition factories.

London, June 27.—Trade union lead­
ers have issued a manifesto addressed 
to their fellow trade unionists, saying:

"We are faced with a great responsi. 
biltty and at the same time are pre­
sented with a magnificent opportuni­
ty. We are called upon to assist in 
saving our nation and its Allies who 
are fighting for civilization and inter­
national law as against barbarism and 
■brute force."

After calling attention to the serious 
position of the British and Russian 
armies in the field, in consequence 
of the shortage of munitions, the mani­
festo appeals to "every skilled work­
man of the engineering 
trades who is not at present engaged

Cologne, via London, June 27—The Russians are covering the re­

treat of their arm lea from Galicia by a vigorous defense along the middle 
course of the Dniester, rather than to the north of Lemberg, because 
the ground in the district where they are now making a stand offers 
greater natural advantages, according to an explanation of the present 
situation printed by the Gazette.

A further barrier to the advance of the Auetro-Germans ie offered 
by strong fortifications thrown up by the Russians at Kamlonka, north­
east of Lemberg; at Busk, further south of the Bug river and at Zloczow, 
almost due east of Lemberg with which it Is connected by rail. The 
Gazette says it is expected, however, that the advance of Gen. Von. 
Boehm-Ermolll’e army soon will result In a more rapid movement on 
the north bank of the Dniester.

RUSSIANS AGAIN TN 
RETREAT IN EASTV

Paris, June 27.—The following offic­
ial communication was issued by the 
War Office tonight;

"On the fronts to the north and the 
centre there has been no infantry ac­
tion. A rather violent artillery en­
gagement has occurred, particularly tin 
Belgium and in the region to the north 
of Arras.

"In the Argon ne there have been 
several local engagements, without 
modification, however, of the lines, 
either on one side or the other.

“The fighting on June 26 and during 
the night of June 26-27 at the Cal on ne 
trench was very violent, developing in 
some cases into hand-to-hand encoun­
ters. The Germans made use of flam­
ing liquid and, sheltered by clouds of 
fumes reached their former first line. 
They were repulsed with heavy losses.

"We hold all the former first Ger­
man line, as well as those parts of the 
second line which we (had previously 
conquered.

"To the east of the Grand trench on 
the ridge south of the ravine of Son- 
vaud the section of a trench on a 
front of about 120 metres, occupied 
last evening by the enemy, was retaken 
by us in the night with the exception 
of about thirty metres;

"The artillery action continued all 
this morning in that region and was 
very spirited; likewise to the north of 
Fllrey and on our front of La Haye.

"A German aeroplane dropped two 
bombs on Saint Die. A woman was 
killed."

Germans Launch New Blow at Polish Capital in Form of Drive

London, June 27—The Russians are 
again retreating in Galicia, both to the 
north and south of Lemberg, and in 
Poland the Germans have launched 
another attack against Warsaw In the 
form of a drive from the north through
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Przasnysz.
The new blow at the Polish capital 

has been preceded by a terrific artil­
lery action. The fact Is recorded by 
the Russians themselves, but it is too 
early to say whether it means a serious 
offensive, the first clash having de­
veloped a bayonet encounter, the re- 
ult of which neither side records.

Neither Berlin nor Vienna makes 
reference to the conflict in this re­
gion, confining their statements to the 
Galician situation, where victories are 
claimed in various sectors, from the 
Bessarabian frontier to Rawka-Ruska, 
north of Lemberg.

What is more important, the Ger­
mans claim that the Teutonic forces 
have crossed the 'Dniester, northwest 
of H allez, and have driven the Rus­
sians some miles Into the hills.

London, June 27—The official com­
munication from Vienna received by 
Reuters Telegram Company, by way 
of Amsterdam, says:

"In the Russian war theatre near
Dniester and Pruth, the eastern group 
of General Pflanzer’a army has again 
repulsed greatly superior Russian 
forces. The enemy succeeded in 
breaking through at one point on our 
positions. Our reinforcements came 
up Quickly and after a severe battle 
the enemy was rejected, 
several hundred prisoners.

"During the day and1 last night the 
enemy repeated his attacks at several 
points on our front, but everywhere 
was repulsed with heavy losses.

"On the heights to the northeast 
of Zurawna, and near Chodorow, fight­
ing is proceeding.

"The allied troops stormed several 
villages and repulsed the Russian

Berlin, June 27, via London—Ambas­
sador James W. Gerard yesterday cal­
led at the German Foreign Office and 
presented the American note regard­
ing the American ship William P. 
Frye, sunk by the German auxiliary 
cruiser Prinz EiteL Friedrich in the 
South Atlantic. The note finds the 
German conditions for delay in the 
payment of compensation until the 
case Is passed upon by a prize court 
to lie unconvincing, and asks that pay-, 
ment be made now.

It Is learned that Dr. Anton Meyer- 
Gerhardt s report to the officials charg­
ed with drafting the German answer 
to the American note indicated the 
serious nature of the situation.

Dr. Meyer-Gerhardt was sent to Ber­
lin by the German Ambassador at, 
Washington for the purpose of indicat­
ing to the German government the real 
attitude of the American government 
ami people. He. reported that the sen­
timent in the United States had been 
growing somewhat more favorable 
from the German viewpoint, and ’par­
ticularly more favorable regarding the 
prohibition of the export of munitions 
of war to the Allies. The sinking of 
the Lusitania, however, undid all this.

The state of feeling in the United 
States at the present time, he explain­
ed, was such that it would not be satis­
fied with unnecessary delay in the 
answer, nor with an answer which 
appeared to be evasive or failed to 
jneet the Issue squarely.

Berlin, via London, June 27.—Ger­
man troops, after fierce fighting, have 
crossed tihe Dniester river between 
Bukaszowice and Chodorow, in Galicia 
and have taken (by storm the hills on 
the northern bank, according to an 
official statement issued today by the 
German army headquarters staff. In 
France, the statement says, French ar 
tlllery stationed near the Cathedral of 
Arras was bombarded by German •bat­
teries. In the Argonne a portion of a 
French trench was stormed by the 
Germans.

Steel Foundries Limited, and the Can­
adian Car and Foundry Company, who 
arrived here today from Liverpool on 
the steamship Philadelphia, declared 
that while abroad he closed a contract 
in Petrograd for five million artillery 
shells, for which he asserted Is one of 
the largest contracts ever granted by 
Russia for foreign made ammunition 
The shells will be manufactured in 
Canada, and will be delivered to the 
order of the Russian government at 
Canadian ports.

While in England Mr. Bu-tler con­
ferred with ahe Booth Committee, an 
advisory organization to the War De­
partment. He said that he objected to 
England’s efforts -to draw upon Canada 
and other British colonies for a large 
supply of skilled labor.

"Canada has already generously re­
sponded to the call of Great Britain 
with thousands of the 'best of her 
young men," said Mr. Butler. "The 
effort to also draw from us our skilled 
labor, I resent, for we need these men 
ourselves."

plained that Canadian firms were not

DEMANDS HISRussians Again In Retreat Austrian 
Report Saya

Vienna, June 27, via London—The 
Russian forces. which, for several 
days, made a determined stand at po­
sitions to the east of Lemberg were 
again ini retreat this morning along 
the entire front In that region, accord­
ing to an official statement Issued to­
day by the Austro-Hungarian general 
staff. Fighting on the Upper Dniester 
river, the statement says, continues. 
The text of the statement follows:

"After their defeat south of Lem­
berg the Russian main army retreat­
ed to the eastward, aud with strong 
forces took up a position on the 
heights to the east of Mikolalow. On 
tills front our troops, after several 
days fighting, captured the enemy's 
advanced positions, then proceeded to 
storm the enemy’s main positions and 
finally penetrated the same at numer­
ous points, throwing back the enemy, 
notably along the sector near anti* to 
the south of Bobrka.

"Sltnce early this (Sunday) morning 
the Russians again have been In re­
treat along the entire front They 
also are retreating north of Zoolktow 
and north of Rawka-Ruska, where 
they are retiring before our pursuit

London, June 27—Halil Bey, Presi­
dent of the Turkish Council, accord­
ing to a special despatch from Sofia, 
Bulgaria, has left that city, where he 
had been oni a special mission, with­
out concluding an agreement regard­
ing Bulgaria's attitude in the war.
